He
went on to show that alchohol differed
from these in being a general poison, af-
fecting a person from the crown of the
head to the sole of the foot, preying es-
pecially upon-the - nervous system, and
paralyzing every. function. His next ar-
gument was chat alcohol was specially
a dangerous poison because it acted upon
the superior part of man—his mental
powers, first of all—took possession as it
were of the seat of government, and hav-
| ing gained the power, prostituted his
noblest qualities to the basest uses. Hav-
ing enlarged at some length upon the su-
periority of the brain and nervous system
as part of man's constitution, he d-picted
in forcible language the.folly of deterior-
aiing or utterly ruining it by the use of
alcholie stimulants, and compared those
who avoid other poisons which affect on-
ly the inferior organs,and yet use alcohol,
which destroys the superior, to a man
who would pay fifty guineas fora valu-
able safe in which to store a few centg—
at the same time leaving a priceless jew-
el to the tender mercies of any ticket-of-
leave man who might pass by, Ina very
lucid and happy manner the lecturer next
proceeded to shox that alcohol never
satisfy the etite which it created, and
that in th@cspcct there was a strong
contrast between it and all other kinds of
nutritious aliments.  These latter satis-
fied the appctite as soon as the wants of
nature were supplied. If any friend were
to iuvite one of the auaience to dinner
and press him to diink séveral glasses of
water in successioh, how . ridiculous it
would be.  No one thought of drinking
more water than wonld satisfy their nat-
ura: appetite. No man beat his wife un-
der the influence of water, or fell into the
hands of the police or under the condem.
nation of his minister. He did not be-
lieve there was on eartha man so degra-
ded, brutalized and cowardly, as to beat a
woman unless first maddened by drink.,
Here he gave a glowing description of
‘water, as one of the most beautiful and
wonderful which the Great Author of the
Universe bad prepaied in the laboratory
of nature. Having pursued this topic at
some length he concluded with a power-
ful appeal to the youtk of the Dominion
to avoid alcohol in all' its forms and to
unite in the temperance movement. He
hoped that the time would soon come
when alcohol  would be buried Leyond
resurrection, and that he might be there
to see it.

The lecture throughout was intersper-
sed with many humorous and happy illus-
trations, and was characterized as a whole
by sound sense and sound logic. Asan
cloeutionist Mr. Easton is certainly wor-
thy of being heard. His style, while so
vlain as to be within the entire compre-
hension of his audience, isat times vigor-
ous and impassionate, so that he casily
secures the attention of his hearers even
in the dryestand most statistical part of
his discourse.

A vote of thanks was moved Ly Mr,
Ferguson to Mr. Easton for his entertain-
ing lecture, and carried unanimously ; to
which Mr. E. replied in a few words, and
