PROTECTIONIST AGITATION.

The feature of home politics during
the week here has been the develop-
ment of & marked advocacy of protec-
tion. The cattle show at the Agricul-
tural Hall, Islington, has been the oc-
casion for mustering in London of
hosts of representatives of every
branch of industry connected with
husbandry, and the Cabinet Ministers
have been overwhelmed with deputa-
tios urging them to take stens to pre-
vent British agriculture from being
wiped out by foreign c ympetition.

The
Marquis of Salisbury, replying to one
of these deputations, said that he could
not hold out the slightest prospect of
protection, and explained that his fa-
smous speech at Hastings in 1892 was
misunderstood. He added that when
he denouced Cobdenism and urged the
country to arm for an attack upon the
wall of tariffs he never believed or ex-
pected a restoration of protection.
This, with the replies of the other Min-
isters, was extremely disappointing to
a great body of their supporters, and
the severe criticisms of some of the
eturdiest Conservatives made quite a
=ensation.

TAXING PLAYING CARDS.
