THE LEGATIONS.

The fate of the members of the lega~-
tions is still a mystery.

From official sources it is learned !
that the legations at Pekin and the
foreigners there were safe on June 25.

Washington, June 28.—Minister Wu
called at the state department this'
afternoon and exhibited the following |
cablegram to Secretary Hay;

“Canton, June 28.—The legation min-
eters having left Pekin, are now fif-
teen miles from Tien Tsin, with Ad-
miral Seymour. (Signed) Li Hung
Chang.”

London. June 28—7 p.m.—The Viceroy
of Nanking has telegraphed to the
British consul-general at
that he had received, June 25, an im-
perial rescript as follows: *“The foreign
legations at Pekin continue, as usual,
to receive every protection from
imperial government.” On the other
hand, officials of the Chinese embassy
say they have reason to believe the
foreign ministers at Pekin were given
their passports June 19.
