MURDERER ARRESTEDASSEMBLY WORK

THOSE DOG TAXES. AMHERST, N. S., June 8.—Drink 
was at the bottom of It all, was the 
dying statement made to his physician 
by George Davis, the young English- 
man, who died from the effects of a 
stab from a butcher knife in the hands 
of a fellow boarder, named Harry Han_ 
son, in a drunken row last Saturday 
evening. Davis lingered until noon 
yesterday, when he, passed away, and 
an inquest was opened at 4 o’clock in 
the town hall yesterday afternoon, be- 
tore Coroner Dr. C. McQueen Avard.

Mrs. Haley, the proprietress of the 
boarding house, was the first witness. 
Her story was the same in substance 
as appeared in the report of Monday. 
She told how the men began quarrel- 
ling in the afternoon, were separated 
and how the row was renewed at the 
supper table. Davis said the back 
yard was the place to fight, and not 
in the house. They started for the 
door, but Hanson struck at Davis be- 
fore they got to the kitchen and closed 
the door. Davis did not follow. Han- 
son caught up a butcher’ knife from 
the table and went into the dining 
room by another door. Witness called 
out that Hanson was coming with a 
knife. The next she saw was Davis 
lying on the floor with a wound in his 
breast, from which blood was flowing 
freely. Both men had been boarding 
with her about a month. They roomed 
together. Both had been drinking.

HALIFAX, June 8.—The General submitted. Dr. Ross Millar was the next witness. 
He explained the nature of the wounds 
found on the body of the deceased. 
One cut was on the left arm and a. 
gaping wound in the chest about two 
inches wide had penetrated the chest 
cavity. Deceased was yery weak from 
loss of blood, and his conditions was 
such that it would not permit of the, 
exploration of the depth of the wound. 
Several arteries were cut. Deceased 
had made a statement to him to the 
effect that he had no relatives in this 
country. His mother lived in England. 
He and Hanson had quarreled in Jog- 
gins several weeks ago. He said Han- 
son was a bad devil, but he did not 
want him to suffer for anything he had 
done to him. Drink was at.the bot- 
tom of it all.

Sam Ball, Roy McAulay, and Chas. 
Noiles were also called. They all ad- 
mitted they were present at the row. 
but they were drunk and could give no 
connected story of the tragedy. Noiles 
and Ball swore they did not know Da_ 
vis was stabbed until Sundiv.

Chief Carter testified to the arrest 
of Hanson. He said that Hanson told 
him he had stabbed Davis and would 
kill another even if he had to hang

The inquiry adjourned at 1 o’clock 
this morning, and will be resumed thia 
afternoon. In the meantime an autop- 
sy will be made to determine the exact 
depth of the wound.

Assembly of the Presbyterian Church 
in Canada, which has been in session 
in Halifax for five days, decided last 
evening by a vote of 184 to 73 in favor 
od union with the Methodist and Con- 
gregational churches. The resolution 
that was adopted was as follows:-

“The assembly declare their approval 
of the documents agreed upon, by the 
joint committee as a basis upon which 
this church may unite with the Meth- 
odist and Congregational churches, 
and they direct that this resolution, 
along with the above mentioned docu- 
ments, be transmitted to the Presby- 

‘‘steries for their judgement under the 
“Barrier Act, instructing Pesbytery 
clerks to report the decisions arrived 
at to the clerks of the general assem. 
bly not later than May 1, 1911.

“The assembly are of opinion that 
in the event of the returns from Pres- 
byteries warranting further steps be. 
ing taken in the direction of the union, 
the assembly of 1911 will proceed to 
consult sessions and congregations 
regarding the whole matter."

This question has been under con- 
sideration for five years, and of the 
three churches, the supreme body of 
the Presbyterian church is the first 
to take action as far reaching as that 
agreed upon last night. The leader 
in the union movement, is Principal 
Patrick, of Winnipeg, and the chief 
oponent is Principal McKay, of Van- 
couver. The assembly will meet in 
Ottawa next year, when the reports from 
Presbyteries on this subject will be

Mowat moved that the clerk 
be authorized to write the Police Mag- 
istrate to collect the dog taxes and if 
he does not intend to do so to notify 
the council.
