A Set of Stringent Regulations Drawn
up For Presentment fo Lieut.~Govers
nor Robinsos.

The provincial board of health held
three important sessions yesterday and
last night jat the parliament buildings.
Dr. Covernton presided, and there were
present Drs. Caseidy, Yeomans, Oidright
and Secretary Bryce. Inviewof thealarming
prevalence af baby farming in this prov-
vince a comiittee was appointed ‘to make
a report on the matter to the board at its

next meeting. L

A possible visitation of cholera was dis-
cussed at great length, and it was re-
solved to take very stringent presautions
in case cholera makesits appearance. The
report will be handed to the lieutenant-
governor, and in substance it says :

The secretary shall make out a list of all
towns and gities in the province, specifying
those whieh h wve local health organizations,
& medical health inspector and the amourits
granted by
tary purposes. .

‘After he has prepared thislist, and if it ap-
pears that thereare municipalities whichha' e
not appointed medical executive officers, he
shall prepare a list of medical practitioners in

h municipality who are eligible for the of-
ce. |

"Assoon as danger has become imminent the
board shall ask for a grant to be set apart by
the government suflicient to enable the board
to pay a miedical executive officer in each
b province, and to meet the ex-
penses incurred in taking precautiens against
the spread of the epidemic. ¢

These medical health officers will be execu-
tive officersiof the board:and where it is
found'possible the officer of the local board of
health shall be chosen for the position.

Upon being appointed the medical health
executive officers shall report to the board the
sanitary state of their municipalities, the pre-
without delay, and shall
instructions of the

cautions iaken, etc.,
act in accordance with the
board.

Any default on the local boards or officers
part to carry out the regulations of the board
shall be at ¢nce reported to the medical exeou-
tive officer.

On the approach offthe fir«t case of cholera
the medical health officer shall at once re-
move it to| the isolation hospital, and shall
take every measure for the disenfection of
linen and clothini worn by sufferers, and if
ne-essary destroy it. He shall be careful to
destroy any food which has begnn to decay.

all persons{who may have been exposed to the
infection shall be detained until such time as
the period |of incubation shail have elapsed,
and shull be permitted to go_only on being
thoroughly disinfected by fumigatio

befor2 any passengers, luggage or ireight
from it-be| allowrd to land; and where any
affeeted or|exposed persons are found on board
they shall be dealt with in the manner indi-
cated in Reg.

Warwick, Eng., Aug. 1.—In the trial
of the dynamiters to-day, Daly began his
address to the jury and made a powerful
argument in his own behalf, He argued
there had been nothing of a crimiral char-
acter praved against him, except that he
had traveled under an alias. Trnis he did
not consider criminal, as the queen had re-
poutedly‘tra\'elcd under an assumed name.
The men, however, were convicted, Daly
was sentknced for life, Egan for twenty
years and MecDonnell, who pleaded guiliy,
was released on bail to appear whenever
called upon.

Government Shuts Down on the Break-
water Improvements,

The contractors for the breakwater have
received an official notification to stop
work, because the appropriation has been
exhausted. An examination of the works
show that gection A on that portion from
the Don to Ward’s is completed sufficiently
to protect the works against all storms—
not that the work by any means is far
enough advanced to leave if in its present
condition, The section from Ward’s
island to the west end of section A hasonly
under construction some 700 feet out of &
total length of 2300 feet, The 700 feet is
in such & condition that if left as it stands
at present serious loss is certain to occur,
and it shall all have to be done over again
next season. The contractors should be
compelled to complete the work, as no ex-
cuse on the part of the government or con-
tractors should warrant' sacrificing the
money already expended, From the groyne
east of the batl s t0330 feet west of Mr, Good-
erham’s house on the wess is in a very in-
complete state, and we should judge that
over 2000 feet would be damaged to the
extent of $75,000 if left at present. Piles
are driven with no stone to protect them
and while the work of protection was in
progress the order came to stop all opera-
tions. To the city of Toronto this is &
most serious damage. Property owners on
the island and the shipping interests of the
port will also suffer, and if a $75,000 loss
(and we are much under the estimate) is to
be the consequence ot this there is a culg-
able liability somewhere.

Maud S.’s Record Beaten—The Time of
Frank and Mate Lowered by Win-
ship and Mate—Other Fast Racing at

ProviDENCE, Aug. 1.—The annals of the
American turf have yet to chronicle two
more brilliant and successful achievements
than those performed at Narragansett
park todayin the trials of the trotting
wonder, Jay-Eye-Seé to beat his record of
2.103 and that of Maund 8. of 2.10} ; and of
the famous black gelding H. B. Winship
and mate to beat their double-team record
of 2.09}and that of Frank and mate of 2.08%.
There was a great crowd present from
all quarters inclading horsemen, owners
and jockeys. The track was in_fair con-
dition but not first class. The first event
was theltrial of Jay-Eye-See. After warm-
ing &p he started at the word go. The
first quarter was made in 33}, the second
1.05, the third 1.39, and the fourth 2.10.
Never on - & race track has there
been a scene of wilder excitement
than followed this announcement. Hats,
canes, handkerchiefs and fans waved,
while men shouted themselves hoarse in
cheering the king of the American turf.
Mr. Case, owner of the horse, was over-
joyed and received a shower of congratu-
lations with the plainest, manifestations of
delight.

Maxin Cobb next made a trial to beat
2.133. She made a mile in2153. Win-
ship and mate then made a mile in 2.06,
thus accomplishing the great feat of re-
ducing by 2} seconds the famous re-
cord of 2.084 made by Frank and mate.
Phallas then tried to beat his own record
of 2.13%, the bert mile ever made by a
stallion. He finished in 2 15, and another
resulted in 2.137. An exhibition of a mile
was made by Day Dream and Enchantress
in 2.12% to a road wagon.

Large and Successful Demonstration at
Hamliton. .

The Jury Retnrn g Verdict of Death From
Natural Causes — Other Iuformations
to be Sworn teo.

Tue adjourned inquest on the body of
the cnild which died from starva-
tion was held last night at the morgue be-
fore Coroner Duncan. Mr. Galbraith -ap-
peared for the crown, and Mr. Bigelow for
the prisoner. Mr. Bigelow complained on
behalf of his client that since her confine-
ment she has not had proper nourishment
as she is suckling & child. The coroner
promised to attend to the matter.

Mariy Jessie Jones, recalled, said—The
child was in good health when I gave it to
Mrs. Leslie. No doctor had attended it.

To Mr. Bigelow—I am not very strong
myself. The father of the child is a
strong man. Is not at all delicate. I saw
corpse of child. Mrs. Leslie gave me the
corpse as my child. I do not think there

was any birthmrrk on the child. :

To Mr. Galbraith—I am not sickly. I
was not sickly at time of child’s birth.

Charles Wilkes, undertaker, 187 Yonge
street, sworn, said—Last Friday a
young woman came to the store with the
body of a child. I placed it in a coffin.
It was taken next morning to the ceme-
tery. The woman did not bring a certifi-
cate. I did not suspect anything wrong.
I recognize Mrs. Woods as the woman who
brought the child. Iam employed by W.
H. Stone, undertaker.

W. H. Stone, sworn, said—Last Friday
night I saw Mrs. Haight in my store. I
told her I would not bury the
child without a certificate; I sald
it was a thing I never did. Next mornin
I tookthe corpse to the cemetary. g
left it in the vault, telling’ the carctaker 1
had no death certificate, I understood the
certificate would be forthcoming.

To Mr. Galbraith—There were no other
bodies in the store.

Christopher Gray,caretaker of St. James’
cemetery, corroborated the above and said
—Mr. Reburn came to cemetery on Mon-
day, July 20; with & coroner’s warrant
and raised the body and took it to the
morgue, He returned it next day.

Mrs. Elizabeth Alexander, Montrose
ssreet, said—I went to Mrs. Leslie’s house
on July 25 and tound her in bed very ill.
She asked me if I would wask some clothes
for her. She also asked me to wash four
babies. One of them, she said, was
not expected to live, and she expected
the mother after it. I wasbedand dressed
four of the babies, One child was in bed
with Mrs. Leslie, another was in a cradle ;
the one in the cradle was in a very dirty
state. One of the children that I washed
died. = It was a little girl. This was
the one whose mother was expected. It
died on Friday afternoon. £

To a juryman—I noticed no marks on
the child. There was no mark on its
back.

To Mr. Galbraith—The baby that wes
sickly was dead when I went later on in
the afternoon. :

To Mr. Bigélow—I could not say how
long Mrs, Leslie was ill. T have no chil-
dren. I shounld have noticed any spot had
there been one. The child that died re-
fused its bottle when I gave it to her.

To foreman of jury—There was nothing
/4n the bottle I gave the child. I got some
milk and put it in it afterwards.

Mrs. Mary Regan, Montrose street, said:
On Friday, July 28, a priest came to my
house and asked where Mrs. Leslie lived; I
went with him to the ‘house. I left the
priest there and went home. The priest
came to my house again, and asked me to
go and see the poor woman, as she had
cholera morbus. I went back and gave
her some mint tea. Lsaw four children—
they were terribly wasted, one was dying,
Mrs. Alexander had it in her arms.
asked if it was baptized. She said no. I
said, * I will give it private baptism.” 1
got a basin of water and chris-
tened it John in the name of the Father,
the Son and Holy Ghost. Mrs, Leslie told
me it was a boy, I afterwards saw it was a
girl.
