Mr. Mowat haa made a mistake in appointing 
his son Sheriff ot Toronto. In a moment or 
weakness he allowed the party machine to 
wheedle him into an act that his better indg- 
ment would have condemned. He is to be ex- 
onerated from all suspicion of grasping 
office for a member of his family; but he is 
open, nevertheless, to the charge of nepotism, 
and ho can depend upon its being used again» 
him at the next election, especially when Lon- 
servatives recall the fact that the Globe chargea 
Sir John Macdonald and Sir Charles Tapper 
with the same offence for much less reason.

This is how the thing was finally done : A 
deputation of Reformers waited on the Pre­
mier yesterday. Messrs. Jaffray and Proctor, 
eminent party managers both, so worked on 
that worthy gentleman’s feelings that his emo­
tions almost overcame him. They did not so 
mpeh ask him to appoint his son, as they up­
braided him with Ignoring the recommendation 
of Mr. Leys, the Reform member for Toronto, 
who had the right to moke the nomination and 
ho named young Mr. MowaL The applause 
was strong. And yet fully one-half of the 
thirty applauded because they thought in their 
hearts that Mr. Mowat would not he lead 
aside. He was greatly moved by the urgency 
of his friends and said he would leave the 
matter lo his colleagues.
