There are 
practically no manufactories of any kind in 
that part of the country, and the population 
of Central America alone is about 5,UXI,000.

This establishes the 
fact that we are not limited, in oar choice of 
markets, either to England or the United 
States, and should have the effect of induc­
ing our Government to send commissioners 
to Central and south America, with a view 
to ascertaining the needs of the people and 
the possibility of Canada furnishing a good 
share of them. The Germans have pursued 
this course with marked success. Until 
within the last few yqare the 
English merchants controlled trade in 
this quarter, but lately Itae Americans, 
and more particularly the Germans, baye 
been most successful in introducing and dis­
posing of their manufactures, and to-day tbe 
Englisn trade is a mere bagatelle compared 
with its proportions 10 years ago. The Ger­
man Government appointed, professors of 
commerce and despatched them to the differ­
ent commercial centres in Central and 
South America. They were shrewd, practi­
cal men and soon made themselves acquaint­
ed with the needs of the people, the prolit- 
ableness of an investment in any particular 
line of business and the best mode of ship­
ment They saw that the English merchants 
shipped their goods in huge h&gsheads, and 
that it was necessary to unpack and reload 
the merchandise upon the names of mules for 
transportation into the interior of the 
country. This, of course, necessitated loss of 
time and frequently considerable damage to 
the goods. As a consequence of the infor­
mation sent back by tueee commissioners the 
German merchants now ship tneir goods in 
ôO-pound cases, ready to be strapped on the 
mules’ backs, and their trade, especially in 
glassware, crockery and novelties, is 
enormous. ... . .

The sugar industry in Jamaica is in a bad 
condition at present, but the removal of the 
bonus granted by the French Government to 
the beet root sugar manufacturers will pro­
bably have the effect of reviving the in­
dustry on the island.

The traveling facilities on the island are 
very meagre.

Sir Lyon Playfair criticized the motion as 
covering a protectionist movement. He 
argued that owing to the varied interests of 
the colonies a zollverein was impracticable. 
He quoted statistics showing the increase of 
British trade during the present regime. He 
contended that it would be most injudicious 
to arrest the reaction in America against ex­
cessive protection induced by the McKinley 
law by imposing differential duties against 
America for the benefit of the colonies. Consid­
ering all the circumstances there was no basis 

justify parliament in inviting tbe colonics 
to a conference. In conclusion,he expressed a 
hope for an ultimate union of the colonies on 
a free trade basis.

Mr. Lowther declared that there was no 
real free trade party in America and that 
tbe whole world with the exception of Eng­
land was becoming protectionist He said:
