IT IS AN ANSWER THAT CANNOT BE
MISUNDERSTOOD.

“‘We Shall Hold te the Principle of Equal
Rights for All. and That. Principle
Shall Be Dearer to Us Than Confedera.
tion Etseif "—Refusal to Accede to the
Order.

Winnipeg, March 27.—The Tribune,
which is the organ of the Greenway
Government, contains this editorial to-
night. ‘It is regarded as official, and
may be taken as Greenway’s reply to the
Remedial Order. It is headed ‘“Manito-
ba's Answer,” and says:

The RemedialOrder has been read in the
Legislature. 'We are asked-to restore the
school systemn that was in operation
préevious to 1890. Let Quebec and Ot-
tawa rest assured that the restoration
will never be made.

Manitoba hae too keen a sense of jus-
tice, too much regard for truth and
equity, to recognize as a religious aristo-
cracy an element of its population of by
no means the most worth, As a civilized
people attempting to realize in & mea-
sure the ideals of the nineteenth century
Manitobans will not silently| submit to
the preposterous demaand that they
should turn back the wheels of progress
300 years. They will stubbornly refuse
to supplant modern civilization by me-
dievalism. This whole question is not
& quarrel between Manitoba and the Do-
minion, it is not even a quarrel between
races and creeds, it is a struggle as to
whether the ideals of the nineteenth cen-
tury, or the ideals of the dark ages,
shall prevail. i

The Act of 1890 was designed to give
to every child in the land the benefit of
& common school education. It recog-
\nized neither class nor ereed, but  placed
all on the level oi common citizenship.,
It aimed at developiug in this noble
luuq & unity of sentiment, a strong
feeling of brotherhgod, and it sought to

through ma all equal in the sight
oi the law.,Could anything be more
wise? Could anything be more just? Yet,
What was /the attitude of ‘the ’Roman
Catholic Church, standinz aside, wrap-
ped up in ite black mantle of arrogance}
It d.em'anded that it, should be considered
& religious aristocracy. It reiused to have
c!nldrel_x of its members receive instrue-
tiow side by side with the children of
those who are their superiors in intelli-
gence and wisdom, and on what grounds?
It said Catholics were promised dif-
ferent treatment from others by the act
that called the province into existence.

Then, when shown that even if this
were true, which it is not, no just citi-
zen would claim a fulfilment of the pro-
mise, since it would violate one of the
fgundation principles of state organiza-
tion, equal rights to all, it gave as a
second reason that the Public schools
are Protestant. If the refusal of "a
Roman Catholic' to act as a member of
the Dgpartment of Education, and of the
Archbishop to act as a member of the
advisory board, could make the schools
Protestant, then they are so, otherwise
not a shadow of proof has been ad -
vanced in support of their claim.

Why doesnotthe. Roman Catholic Church
out with the truth at pnce, why
not ‘advance ‘the real reason for discon-
tent? Rome is not in accord with the
spirit of the age. It is wedded to a
 dead past. Medieyalism cannot ‘or will
'not coalesee with modern thought. In
place of the act of 1890, what a substi-
tute is offered! We are asked to set
creed against creed and race against
race, to break up the unity that should
exist, to mutually support each other in
wrong-doing, -to make the state the
teacher of reiigious truth, for when Rom-
anists and non-Romanists combine their
wealth and then draw from the joint
fund, it is clear as day that each is a
partner in the work of the other. How
tan any Romanist, believing that Pro-
testant schogls-are teaching errors, con-
scientiously support them, and how can
any Protestgnt, believing that the re-
ligious teaching of the Romanish Church
is false, agree that a portion of his taxes
chould be devoted toward the support
of such teaching? No, anyone who has
the least sense of justice, anyone who
is patriotic even in the slightest degree,
anyone who believes that all citigens are
equal in the sight of the law, and that
what is good enough for one is good
enougn for all, must stand by the act of

We shall not allow the state to sup-

port religion; we shall not allow the
church to control the state; we shall not
return to the civilization of the dark
ages.

We shall hold to the principles
of equal rights for all, and that prin-
ciple shall be dearer to us than Confed-
eration itself.
Will Not Comply With the Order

The Free Press has the following to
say, editorially : As we have before stat-
ed there is no probability of this Legis-
lature complying with the Order, and
we may add that the wisddm of sending
an Order in“the terms of the present is
very doubtful; it is an attempt to coerce
Manitoba at the dictation of those by
whom this people will not be coerced,
and tends to increase the difficulty of
finding a solution of the question.

Opposition Faver a Compremise.

There is. now little doubt that, what-
ever course the Government may pursue,
the Opposition in the Legislature will
vote against any proposal to reject the
Remedial Order in its entirety, and will
urge some form of compromise. They
may suggest the settling of the question
by arbitration. Premier Greenway is as
dumb as an oyster as to his intentions;
so also are the members of his Cabinet,
but there is a growing idea that they
may offer a purely secular school sys-
tem as an alternative. This is not like-
ly  to help matters, however, for Catho-
lic and Protestant clergy will undoubt-
edly refuse to sanction what they call
Godless schools.

The Order will certainly come up for
discussion to-morrow, probably at the
evening session. Unless most of the mem-
bers are anxious to aiw their views, the
answer may be decided ou and proroga-
tion take place by the end of the week.

DEATH OF MR, R. H. BETHUNE.

The Gemeral Maunager of the Dominion
Bank Succumbs After a Short
Hiness.

Mr. R. Bethune of the Dominion Bgpk,
who has been ailing for some weeks,died
at his residence in College-avenue last

night at 8 o’clock. re A

Dr. Grasett was called in at 6 o’clock
yesterday morning to see d-eased, and
tound him suifering 3om a sudden at-
tack of hemorrhage of the brain, from
which he succumbed. About a month ago
Mr. Bethune was seigsed with paralysis
whilst at the bank. From this attack he
had apparently recovered, and was able
to attend to his duties. Ten days ago
he was attacked with pneumonia, and
has been ailing more or less since,

The deceased leaves a widow and one
son. and five daughters.,

. Yesterday morning the accounts of Mr.
J:}-ethuue‘s condition were yery discourag-
ing, and the news of his death last night
was a great shock to the president of
the bank, Mr. James Austin, and the vice-
president, Sir Frank Smith, both of
whom had the greatest confidence in
Mr. Bethune as a banker and associate
of theirs in the management of the bank.
Brief Blography.\.

Mr. Robert Henry Bethune was born at
Cobourg, Ont., May b, 1836. His father
was Bishop A. N. Bethune, second Bishop
of Toronto, and successor of Bishop
Straghuu. The deceased was educated
at Upper Canada College, and commenc-
ed his financial and banking career at
the age of 17. In 1853 he entered the
Bank of Montreal as a junior, in the
Brockville branch. The year following he
was promoted to the position of teller
of the Cobourg branch, and five years
later was appointed assistant account-
ant in the Toronto branch. In 1861 Mr.
Bethune was sent to New York as ac-
countant in'the branch of the bank there,
and the succeeding year occupied a simi-
lar position at Hamilton, Ont., where
he remained a couple of years, assiming
the management of the St. Catharines
branch §n 1864. After a. little over a
Yyear he severed his eonnection with the
Bank of Montreal and accepted the in-
spectorship of the Quebec Bank, a posi-
tion he held for a year, and was then
appointed manager of the Toronto
branch of the Quebec Bank, when he was
appointed cashier and general manager
of the Dominion Bank.

Mr. Bethune joined the Board of Trade
in 1885, and was chairman of the bank-
ers’ section in 1893, In 1862 he mar-
ried Miss Jane Frances :Ewart, eldest
daughter of the late Mr. J. Bell Ewart
of Dundas.

The Bethunes trace their lineage back
to the early records of ‘Scottish and
French history. The family, of Scottish
origin, settled in Canada in the County
of Glengarry, with the band of U. E.
loyalists in 1783. The Bethulle studied
under Dr. Strachan. whom he afterwards
assisted as classical master of the York
school, and whom he succeeded in the
epizcopate of Toronto.

Rev. Charles James Stewart Bethume
warden of Trinity College school, Port
was a brother of the deceased.,
Mr. George Bethune, manager of the
Farmers’ Loan Company, is another
brother.

Mr. Bethune and the PDominion Bank.

Mr. Bethune’s great work was the
building up of the . Dominion Bank, of
which he has been the chief executive
ever since its organization in 1870. Hg
was in many respects the shrewdest
bank manager in Canada, and the best
proof of this is the remarkable success
which attended the Dominion Bank from
the day it was established in modest

ope,

quarters on the North side of King-
Yonge-

street between Toronto and
streets, until it developed into one of
the leading financial institutions, mnot
only of Toronto, but of the country at
large. In banking matters he was a
man of remarkably sound judgment,
hardly ever making a‘mistake and
being able to decide on his policy ap-
parently on the moment, and in nearly
every instance hi sdecision was sustain-
ed by the results, The Dominion Bank,
as started, was capitalized at $1,000,-
000, and 10 years after was increased to
$1,500,000. Part of Mr. Bethune's
policy was to go very slow im the wa¥
of 'increasing the capital of the bank,
but rather to make it strong in the re-
serve fund and in careful and judicious
investment. By this line of policy he
succeeded in making the rest equal to
the capital, and the stock the highest-
priced of any bank in Canada.

Mr. Bethune bheld many important
positions. He was a director oif the
Canada Northwest Land Company, and
the North oi Scotland Loan Company.

Socially he was a great favorite. He
was one oi the founders of the Granite
Rink, and not long since, on jhis retire-
ment from the presidency, all the mem-
bers oi that club enjoyed his hospitality.
He wals a member of the Toronto Club;
and served for many years on the com-
mittee of that institution. The Royal
Canadian Yacht Club claimed him as a
member, and he likewise took consider-
able interest in goli.
