Travelling is a fixed idea In the whole
universe. The waves roll from shore to
shore, the clouds above us sail away, the
birds fly over valley and mountain—even
the poorest man is in possession of ‘! the
winged horee of thought,” and when this
becomes old and weak, death comes and
takes him away on the long journcy which
weall make.

«Fora man who does not travel, there
is no happiness, Thus we have heard.
A good man who stays at home is a bad
man, The fortune of him who sits, sits
aleo ; it sleeps when he sloeps ; it rises
when he rises, and moves wheu he moves.
