The attitude cf
President McKiuley hardly conforms with
the warlike expression of the American press,
bat, under the circumstances, he is pledged
to carry out his announced policy of de-
manding an indemnity from the Spanish
government. Spain is indulging in much
war talk and is apparently quite ready to
engage in a new conflict. She has recently
floated a loan of £40,000,000, and this will
strengthen her sinews of war to a great ex
tent. Late reports are to effect that she has
agreed to withdraw her troops from Cuba
and let the islanders esiablish their own
government, but it is hardly probable that
such an offer has been made at this stage of
the game. The Spaniards aré full of fight;
and a war with the United States will, if
anything, help straighten the tangle into
which the affairs of the nation have been
drawn through the wars in Cuba and the
Philippines, and the dissentious conduct of
the leaders of the political parties at home.
Both countries are making rapid and exten-
sive preparations for a’struggle and nothing
short of a complete backdown will avert that
struggle. The decision of the United States
government may:be delayed to permit of
more precautions being taken to defend the
Atlantic coast and make additions to the
navy, but that decision is not bard to fore-

casr.

The D. A. R.’s New Steamer.

The 7'imes is informed that the two steam-
ers for the Dominion Atlantic railway com-
pany are being built on the Humber. They
are the Prince George, which will reach this
country about the middle of June, and the
Prince Arthur, which will come a fortnight
later.

Both steamersareidentically alike. They
are 300 feet long, 38 feet beam, 15 feet
draugh and 6,500 H. P. (the Prince Edward
is 3,000 H. P.) They have a speed of 21 1-2
knots on the measured mile and are guaran-
teed 19 1-2 knots at sea in any weather
Each enginc has four sets of cranks instead
of the usnal three. All the heating will be
done by electricity and they will have elec-
tric fans. All their machinery is of the lat-
est pattern and very heavy. The Schlick,
Yarrow, Tweedie system wili be used, which
we are informed, has never been used on this
side of the water.

The appointments will be similar to those
of the Rrince Fdward. The boats will reach
this side in June, and will, with the Prince
Edward, perform a daily service between
Yarmouth and Boston. The Prince Edward
will, after the summer ends, become a spare
boat, and will be used for relieving the
Prince Rupert or either of the two new
boats. We cannot obtain the names of any
of the officers, but it is assumed that Captain
Arthur McGray will take charge of the
Prince George, and his place on the Prince
Edward will be filled by somebody at pres
ent on that steamer.— Yarmouth Times.
