JUDGING

at the Second Annual Exhibition of
the New York Poullry and Pigeon As-
sociation (limited). I'he method of
awarding prizes in the Poultry Depart-
ment in tne Madison Square Garden,
New York City, on February next, will
be “comparison.” The best known
obtainable authority on each breed will
be appuinted. The judge will thorough-
ly examire and handle each bird and
check every entry as an acknowledg-
ment that it has received his careful at-
tention. After the best specimens have
been selected the judge has the privi-
lege of scoring them by comparison, if
in his opinion it will assist him in de-
termining the position each bird should
occupy. To illustrate scoring by com-
