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Some years before, while in a state
of Heathenism, four men had done
something for which they were to die.
The people assemblcd; there sat the
King, and at a little distance were the
culprits.  The sword was ready, and the
executioner was prepared to stiike the
fatal blow. All waited for a word, or a
nod, from His Majesty. He delayed,
—when the men availed themselves of
a Tonga custom, by rushing.from their
places, and fleeing to the King; they
touched his sacred person, took refuge
in him, and weresaved. Well did the
customs of this people prepare themn for
understanding such passages of Holy
Writ as the following: “Deliver me, O
Lord, from mine enemies; I flee unto
T'hee to hide me,” and * Thow art my
refuge.”’

King George manifested in varions
ways, that he only required his duty to
be pointed out to him, and he was
ready to make the sacrifice neceseary for
its accomplishment.

M. Tucker had reeeived letlers from
home, when Lis heart was gladdened
by hearing of the sum which England
had promised to give for the liberation
of slaves in her West-Tndian colunies.

he informed him of the glad tidings.
“What" said the King, “is davery a
bad thing ?”  The Missionary told ki
his opinion, that it was not doing to
others as we would that they should do
to us. Idis Majesty answered, “ Do you
know many of the Chicefs have slaves,
aild my servants are slaves?  But they
shall be free” The Missionary was
surprised ; he did not know they were
slaves, as they appeared as free as other
servants,

At the time of evening twilight Mr.
Tucker was in his house, when he heard
acry of distress; he listened; it ap-
peared to proceed from the residence of
the King. Tpon enquiry, he found
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that the King had asseinbled his ser-
vants, spoken to them of what the Gos-
pel had done for them, reminded them
that they were his slaves, and then
granted-them their freedoni: upon this
they cried aloud, and said they could
nnt leave him. But liberty is sweet.
And they, knowing his wili, gradually
began to disperse, and, eventually, set-
tled among their fiiends.

The Chiefs who held slaves followed
the example of the King, so that, in a
short time, slavery was banished from
his dominious.
