FULL DETALS OF 1HE MURDER.

———

What the Suiviving Donnelly’s
Say.

———

(Liw Triciraph to the Post and True WiTNEss.)

Ltcaxw, Ont., February 4.—For some con-
siderable time back incendiary fires and
other misdemeanord have been of frequent oc-
currence, and, whether rightly or not, the
Donnelly family were blamed, if not as the
actual perpetrators of the crimee, that they
were the instigators. Hence an intense feel-
ing of enmity prevailed against them. A vi-
gilance committee was formed by the settlers
as o means of protection against these out-
rages. The last fire was on the Ryder farm
on Thursday night, the 15th January, in the
very wmidst of the Donnelly settlement, and
the four Donnelly brothers were at n wedding
when the fire occurred. The father and
mother, who were at their home at the time,
were arrested on suspicion. Their examina-
tion was still pending, and was to have be¢n
closed to-day; but tbe morning light dis-
played

THE GHASTLY SPECTACLE

of the remnins of the inmates of the Donnelly
bomestead burned to a cinder, after being first
maurdered with axes and such other weapons
as came to band. About 29 men, disguised
beyond recoguition, were engaged in the
bloody work. A little Loy, named Connors,
belonging to the village, was stayiog in tho
bouse over night, and, when the attack was
made, dodged under the bed without being
discovered. When the murdera were com-
mitted and the Liouse fired the gang decamped.
The boy then emerged from his hiding place
and made for the village, 'The only reliable
account that can be had is from the boy. The
parties murdered are Jamee and Judy, the
father and mother, Thomas, the youbgest
sou, Bridget, a nfece. About the same time
another party cailed at the residence of Vil-
liam Jonnelly, three miles distant from the
father's residence. His brother John, being
in the house, got up and went to the door,
when he wag imm.ediately

FIRED UPDN AND KILLED DEAD,

William, getting up, could see no trace of the
murderers. These are about the facts as far
88 can be ascertained in the excitement ot
the moment. Corouner Hossack is now sum-
moning a jury around the village to proceed
to the scene ot the murder. The cold-blooded
atrocity is withaut precedent in the crimiannl
calendar of Oatario. ‘The bodies are almcat
burned to a cinder. The old man and girl
are lyiog closely together in the northwest
cotner of the house. The old man's skull
was broken, evidently with & fire shovel,
which is lying under him. The old lady is
lying in one of the middle rooms, and shows
evidence of being killed in the same manner.
The sop, Tom, iz in the front part of the
bouse, and 1t wonld appear, from the large
clots of blood in the door and yard, that he
was killed outsidv and then thrown into the
burning building. The coroner’s jury is at
work, and the detectives are very busy. The
excitement i3 intense. The authorities
shorld make arrangements to guard every
outlet from heto for a couple of days.

LATER.

There is no new fealure in the Donnelly
murder. The body of John, who was shot
in the villnge here at a private house, was
viewed by the Coronmer’s jury, who are now
sitting. None of the children and friends of
the murdered family have arrived here yet,
but are on the way from Glencoe, St. Thomas
and Thorold.

Oae of the neighbors named Whalep, jr.,
stated to a Free Press reporter that he was
awakened at two o'clock by his child crying,
and raw that the Doonelly’s place was on fire,
The fire was breaking out of the windows.
No one was about. He went over in balfan
hour and found the kitchen burned, tho front
part being still burning. Four hours after
the bodies were found. Marks of blood were
at the front door, but be did not know how
they came there. Deponent then went to his
father’s house and found a small boy there
trightened almost to death, He had come
there about two g'clock a.m, He told them
of the fightin the house and the five, sayivg

as the bodies of all were left in the house.
The boy proved to be right. Deponent had
slways been on good terms with the Dun.
nellys, but believed thet the people around
were afraid of them. 'Fhe boy O‘Connor was
interviewed. He is aged 11 years, and living
with Lis mother in Lucan. He said be went
over to Donuelly’s at four o'clock on Tuesday
afternoon, and Jobhn Donnelly, Bridget Don-
nelly, the old man and the old woman, and
Tom Donnelly were there. They had their
supper, and went to béd between 12 and 2
o’clock. BSome.men came on pretence of ar-

The old woman was in the kitchen. They
struck her on the head with sticks. One of
the men asked, where ia the girl? She had
ran up stairs, A lot of them ran up stairs and
came down “soon, sayiaog, it all right. The
old man went out in the kitchen, and I heard
hism groan. Coal 0il was thrown on the bed,
and it wasset on fire ; as it blazed up they left
the house. There were about twenty of them,
After they had left Y crawled out, and as I
passed through the kitchen I heard Tom and
the old man breathing, but could not see them.
He then left and went over to Whalen's. The
boy appears to know more than he told, being
repeatedly cautioned by the constable not to
give the reporter a minute description of the
men or theirnames. The next person inter-
viewed by the Free Press reporter was Wm.
Donnelly, who said that he and Lis wife went
to bed in the front room, and Jack Hogan and
big Martin Hogan were sleeping in the next
room. About 2.3¢ awm. John Donnelly
arose, passed through William’s room, aund
agked who was that rapping at the door?
Some one said, “open tha door.” John
unlocked the door, and William at once heard

fired within a second of each other. John
called out ¢ I'm shot, T.ord have mercy upon
my poor soul!” He fell back in the arms of
Hogan, who had in the meantime got up ; he
was dragged intothe bed-room and died in
four minutes. Tracks weore found all round
the house, at overy door and window.
William, at daylight, left the house and traced
the tracks nearly to James Keefe’s house;
thero were tracks in every field for a mile
around. He believed they thought he was
theman who was shot. After the firlog his
wife went to the door and screamed, but soon
came in again. No help came. Datrick Don-
nelly, the son, who has been living in New
York, came through this evening, en route
home. He had no knowledge of the crime
until bhe reached here, when he was told by a
friend. He at once set out for the scene.

Lo~voy, Ont., February 4.—This evening's
Free Press has the following In reference to
the murdered Donnelly family : « Rightly or
wrongly the name Donnelly has been associ-
ated with innumerable crimes in the town-
ehip of Biddulph and the village of Lucan
for the past twenty ycars, including in the
category murder, araon, attempted shooting,
cattle-stealing, nssault, and larceny, besides
many misdemeanors of a 1ess heinous nature.
The old man, James Donnelly, and his wife,
came to this country between thirty and forty
years ago, and settled in Biddulph, County of
Huron, Shortly after taking up fifty acres,
the father squatted on another fifty acres in
the same township, but after a long and
tedious lawsuit, he was dispossessed by the
Canada Company, and the lot subsequently
came into possession of Mr.James Carswell.
One night, chortly after harvest, the barns
and grapary were destroyed by fire with all
the season’s crops. This was 1aid at the door
ot the Donnellys, but the perpetrators were
never discovered. Some time after Mr. Cara-
well had a number of

HORSES AND CATTLE DISEMROWELED,

and the blame was again atiributed to the
family. For the past ten years the Court re-
cords were not considered complete unless
one or more of them were up for trial. There
were seven boys and one girl in the family.
Of the boys, Mlichael and James are dead, the
former being killod in a quarrel at Water-
ford, a few months since. Jaumes was said to
have died from counsumption, but those who
wuore in a position to know, state that his
death resulted fiom the effects of a pistol ball,
while endeavoring to escape from a constable.
Robert, another son, bas but recently been
released from the penitentiary for att=mpt-
ing the lifo of Constable Everett. William
was convicted, in 1876, for assaulting and
wouuding Counstable Reid while in the
discharge of his duty, and was sentenced
to nine months imprisonment, bnt he was re-
leaged before completing the term on the
plea of sickness. John, Thomas and James
were also indicted at the Sessions in 1876, for
larceny, assault and attempted arson, but
their cases were remanded to the Assizes.
In the meantime, the witnesses were spirited
away, and the accused were subsequently held
on their own recoguizances to appear when
called wpon. Patrick is following black-
smithing in the vicinity of St. Catharines,
and the remainiag sons wors on the farm at
home. Michael and Robert followed stage-
driving for several years, and the man who
had sufficient pluck to cross their pathe in
business Booner or later Decame a }oser
either in stages, horsea or equipments.

together in one coffin and conveyed here, and
now lie alongside the corpse of John in
Connor's house. The town is swarming with
detectives, commanded by Chief Williame, of
London. Twelve warrants have been issued,
and the constables and detuctives are moving
ont of town with conveyances to the scene of
blood, each coaveyance] baving a spare Seat
and four men in each wehicle. I corld
not ascertain the names of the parties

for whom warrants have been granted.
Everybody remarks wupon the won.
derful  stoicism of the two living

brothers, now here, men of vast experience
in such matters. They are utterly astoa-
iched at the cool shrewdness exhibited by
them in the trying ordeal through which they
ate passing. One of them was heard 10 re-
mark, the time has gone by for crying. I
might cry for one, but no tears can do justice
to this case. Actions, not tears, 18 the watch~
word. The village is stceped in gloom.
Every passer-by pursues bis way with down.
cast head, for, no matter what the former re-
cord of pedigree of the Donnelly’s were, the
enormity of this crime has sunk all others
into the shade, and the universal cry is that
such a cold-blooded wholesale murder must
and shall not go unwhipt of justice.

Tho situation at 7.30 p. m. showed no
abatement of the excitement. The daughter
Jennie artived by stage from London at 6
o'clack tbis evening, and the scepe was heart-
rending. Up to 9.30 p. m. nine prisokers in
all are under arrest, viz, Jumes Carroll, John
Dorcy, James Maher, Sr., James Maber, Jr.,
M. McLaughlin, John Kenuedy, Jr, Patrick
Ryder, Sr., Patrick Ryder, Jr, and James Ry-
der, Jr. The atmosphere is rife with ramors
of circumstantial evidence being in the pos-
session of the chief and his stafl. The nature
of these rumors for obvious reasons is not
made public.

The nine priseners have just started for
London, six of them coupled in pairs, the
thrce handcuffed singly. They were all in
charge of o strong constable torce. Where
the dead are lying is crowded to overflowing,
the unfortunate girl being the observed of all
obgervers. Her screams are wafted out on
the night air, and yct she knows nothiog of
the incidents connected with the tragedy.
The old man never murdered & man by the
name of Ryder. An altercation tock place at
a logging bee betweer him and a neighbor
named Farrell some twenty-three years
ago, both parties being under the influence
of liquor at the time. Tke result was that
the man Donnelly got in the unlucky
blow that caused the death of Farrell
Donnelly was never taken prisoner, but [re-
mained at large for sonie two years, until the
excitement died away and surrendercd Lim-
solf to the Jaw. But owiung to the represent-
ntions made to the Government that the
killing took place as much in self-defence as
with intent, the sentence was commuted to
pennl servitude for seven years. The late
broils which arose between them and their
own friends and co-religionists in their set-
tlement may kave been embittered. They ex-
pected more from them than from their out.
side friends, in which expectatious they were
disappointed, and hence the calamity which
has now bifallen them. Tke Ryders are the
parly whose premises were burned on the
night of Thursday, the 15th ult, and who had
the old man Donnelly and his wife under ar-
rest as nccesseries to the crime, the investiga-
tion of which before tho magistrates was to
Lave terminated on the very day that they
were 5o suddenly and fearfully called to their
last account.

Lvcax, February 6.—'1'he tuneral proces.
sion started at eleven o'clock. Tho chief
mourners were William Donnelly and wife,
Mrs. Curry, the daughter, and {her husband,
Patrick and Robert, the other two song, who
are both unmarried. The procession reached
over half a mile, and contained about five
hundred people. Ariived at St. Patrick’s
Church the -oflins were deposited in the
aisle of the church. At noon mass was cele-
brated by the Rev. Father Conuolly. The
rev. gentleman then addressed the congrega-
tion. At the first attempt he completely
broke down. After a shott time he delivered
an address of nearly half an hour's duration.
Facing the congregstion with tears in his
eyes, in a tremulous voice he said, ¢ Chris-
tian friends, we are in the presence of one ot
the most solemn scenes ever witnessed. I
haveassisted at many solemn burials but never
saw one liko this. My heart is broken.’ He

and wept like a child. In a few minutes he
said, «I never expected that such a Scome
would have taken place in our midst. When
T came tfo Biddulph I left a quiet and Chris-
tian place, or a place whare the laws of Gad
and man wero cver observed. Icameto a
district where neither were obrerved, and
hence these consequences and terrible scenes.
The laws of the land are founded on the
eternal laws of God, which bave not been ob-
served. Those who have beon interested in
haviog the laws of the land respected have
prostituted the sarred obligationa reposed in
them by their country, and from the pro-
atitution of that terrible responsibility they
will have to amswer for tho blood of those
victime. They will be obliged to meet them
in the eternal Judgment day as souls guilty
of being stained with innocent blodod. There
have been in this district many fires and ter.

Then
folluwed a lengthy explanation of his per-
sonnl grievances with the Donnelly family,
during the recital of which sobs and cryiong
were heard in all parts of the church. It
was half-past one when he concluded Lis ad-
dress. Up to 3 o'clock this afternoon the
funeral has occupied the public mind, acd
now the scene in the church and the words
of Father Connolly are in everybody's mouth.
As might be expected, this departure has not
in any way lessened the general excitement.

nedy’'s house a blanket saturated with blood,
also pair of pauts with similar spots. Ken
nedy, it will be remembered, was arrected the
following night, and cenveyed to London
gaol.  Detective Phair, also of London,
shortly after the first arrest, brought in a
young man named John Puortell, a farm
laborer.

There Lave been no arrests to-day, and the
town presents the most quiet appearance
ginco the morning of the teagedy.  Detective
Phuir arrived at 2.39 this morning, and, in
company with one of the Donnelly family,
once mare started on the scarch so persistent-
1y pursued during the past thiree or fourdays.
They visited the farm of Thomas Juiglev on
tho ill-futed concession, and, on going to the
door, asked if the old man had a gun. He
answered in the negative, but a moment after-
wards his son John suggested that a certain
gun had not been retmined to John McLaugh-
lin's, The old man appeared to le sud-
denly reminded, and, renching the bed, he
drew out an old military ritle wrapped up in
a sheet. 1o the course of the questions by
the detective, it was ascertained that tho gun
bhad recently been used, and was then loaded
with slugs. It waa taken posscssion of. The
son, John, owned up te ULeing a member of
the Vigilance Committee, but the old man,
who was much excited, and his family, said
they knew uothing about it. Ho explaioed
bat little concerning the workings of the
seciet body, and profesred complete
igonorance of the manner which
the supposed murderors were work-
ing. He may yet prove a valuable
witnees, The ofticer and his companions
next visited the house of John Kennedy,
futher of the Kennedy now in London jail,
where a remnrkable statement was made by
the old niother. She suid she believed her
son and Martin McLaughlin had been the
rivgleaders of the frightful hutchery of the
Donnellys, Mrs. William Donnelly is n
daughter of these old people, who were al-
waye friendly towards the persecuted family,
and ondeavored to assist them in their strug-
gles through troubles.

In tho ufternoon Chief of Police Willinms
arrived, and also lett for the country, making
quite n number of examinntions, and glean-
ing what is supposed to bg valuable evidence.
‘I'he police are mnost reticent on the matter of
their work, which gives rige to the belief that
they nre quictly working up a chinin of cvi-
dence which will succoed in convicting at
lenst threo or lour of the men now in gaol.

The inquest will tuke place on Wednerday,
when it is generally belioved that no evidence
ngainst the prisoners will be tuken, but wim-
ply sufficient to establish the murder. The
developments of to-day are comparatively
meagre, owing to the extreme Becrecy of the
police.

Very few were the pronouncod
sympathizers with the remmnantof the Don-
nelly family in their aflliction; such as
expressed an opinion denouncing the red-
handed assassins did so in secret.  Oflicers of
the law were constantly mixing in the
gatherings, and their appearance was the
signal for silence. Iivery stranger is looked
upon a8 a detective, and the answers given to
the qunestions of reporters, who are present
froin all patts of Western Qutario and the
frontier cities of the United States, were given
cnutiously. There appcars, however, to be s
growing teeling of sympathy with the Don-
nellys, although it {s not yet outapoken. Tre
history of the Donnellys aud their misdeeds
is the principal talk of tho people in the vil-
luge, and it would appear that the offences
committed by them could not be enumerated
within the covers of a hundred page pam-
phlet, A story is told of the family being de-
nounced from the Altar of the Catholic
Church by the parish priest, Father Conuoally.
The villagers tell of barns, houses, and sheds
being fired by them, and the hamstringing of
cattle seems to have been o favourite mmuse-
ment of the ill-fated family. The victima ot
their vengeance were not picked from among
persons differing with thew in religion, as the
majority of those who who were made to fesl
their apite were, like themaulves, Lrish watbo-
lics. In fact the country sorrounding this
village is settled by Catholics principally
from Tipperary, and thogse who know the close
mouth of the avarage Tip, give their heads an
ominous shake when tbe question is mooted,
«Do you think any of the gang will split?”
That a vigilance committee wus formed is no

night, Chiefof Police Williams drove through
to London in company with three or four city
police and county constables. He returned
to this village at noon. When questioned as

to his future movements, very little informa-

tion could be obtained, his only anawer being,
uthe bottom has not yet been reached: you
will hear something startling before night."
About noon several slvighs and cutters wero
ordered for use by the police, and the rumour
8ot abroad that they were going out to arrest
the supposed murderers. The detectives and
constables, numbering nine in all, were detail-
ed for duty in couples, and they started for the
site of old Donnelly’s house. In their pos-
session wore warrants for the arrest of the
supposed ringleaders procured during the
niglt by Chief Williams from Mr. Lawrason,
Police Magistratoof London.

coustable. The news of the arrest create-

great excitement among the crowd qf *ople
wrsembled. Carroll was driven straight 1o the
village lock-up, a substantial looking wtruc-
ture, on one of the by-streets. Hisappearance
denotes his occupation, n yeoman. He is s
bard-featured man, apparently about forty
years of ago. lle was very reticent, and ap

prearcd to take his urrest as a mattor of course.
Ilis home 15 not very far from the ruins of the
Donnelly homestend. That he suffered

aroviously at the hands of the yvicious family
is a fact weliknowit among the pdople, agd
thathe was one of the most nctive members of
tho vigilance commmittee was the talk of the
residents of this place twenty-four hours ago.
Carroll is a married man. The excitemont

caused by the arrest of Carroll had barely died
away when it was learned that Ofticers Brown
and Moore had brought in nnother prisoner,
John IYArcy, commouly called Dorey. He,
like Carrol!, was driven to the lock-up, where
a close gunrd was kept on the two prisoners.
The constables, in senrching D'Arcy’s bouse,
found a shot-gun londed with buckshot., It is
said that the charge has the appearance of be-
ing recently put jn.
HAULING [N THE COMMITTKE MEN,

By this time the people of the village had
arrived at the conclunion that a clean sweep
was going to be mndo by the police, and they
oponly anticipated the arrest of all persons
known to be wmembers of the vigilance com-
mitte. When Chief Williamg and Deteclives
Phair and Murphy drove through the village
to the colls having in charge John Kennedy,
it was freely commented on that at least two
of the principal members of the comuittee,
Carroll and Kennedy, had been secured. This
prisoner i8 alsoa farmer. He I3 n maon of
lieavy build, standing over six feet in height,
and is about 35 years old, His sisteris the
wife of Willinm Donnelly, and he is known to
cutertain auything Lut kindly feelings toward
the Dounelly family, who bave, in their time,
made him tee! their presence in the neighbor-
hood. When thethree officers went to arrest
him at his home, which is in the same con-
cersion where the old Donnelly homestead
once stood, they found him absent from the
place, and npon making onquiries it was learn-
ed that he had gone to the housa of a farmer
named Heenan, nbout a mile and a half dis-
tant. Thither ho was followed and taken into
cnatody.  Like the other prisoners, hin arrest
did nat appear to surprige him, nnd he is said
to have acted in the coolest possible menner
when taken in charge. When scen by a il
reporterin the lock-up to-night he presented a
perfect picture of tranquility.  He was lying
on a emall pile of cut woed. The only thing
which appeared to trouble him was that I
could get nothing to eat until bis arrival in
London. When spoken to lLe preserved o
strict silenco on the {fate of the Donnelly
family. During the attermaon Detectiveos
Phair and Murphy nrrested one Martin Mec-
Laughlin, who resides about a mile from the
scene of theshooting of John Donnelly.

A GILENT WITNESS.

In hishouse they found a repeating 1ifle with
four cartridges in |the chamber, which when
filled contains seven.  The ball which it fires
is said to correspond in size and mako with
tbe one which killed Juhn Donnelly, and
which was removed from the logs ot the
house by William Donnelly the morniog after
the shooting of his Lrother. The bullet is
now iu the possession of Chief Williams.
I'hair and Murpby,after capturing McLaughlin,
drove to the houge of Pairick Ryder, Sr. The
appearanco of the police at this place was
hailed by the Ryders with derision. The
younger members of the family indulged in
considerable chaff at the expense of the detec-
tives, such ag, -“Wouldn't you like to know
who ara the parties?’ The fathor of the
family was not found at home, but the officers
having wearrants for the arrest of his sons,
Patrick and James, they wera taken in charge.
While driving towards the village the police
met old Ryder, who is aged about 60 years,
and he was also put under arrest, and con-
veyed with the others to the lock-up. James
Maher, Sr. and Jr., were also arrested and
locked up. |

teally are the guilty parties and Chief Wil-
liams says he can produce damaging evidence
against them, little hope may be entertained
of any of them splitting.

There was a
rumour set aflcat in the village towards night-
fall that an attempt would be made to rescue
the prisoners. Cbief Willinms, who has re-
cvived more than one threatening letter since
liis arrival here, looked upon the matter asa
plece of idle: talk. Notwithstanding this,
however, he had the men under him placed
on guard, both inside and outside of the build-
