ARCHBISHOP LYNCH BURIED.

FUNERAL OBSEQUIES QVER THE DIBTINGUISEED
PRELATE—OLERGY AND LAITY DO HONOR
TO HIS MEMORY—BISHOP RYAN'S
RLOQUENT PANEGYRIC.

ToroNTO, May 16.—St. Michael’s Cathedral
was crawded from an early hour this morning
and hundreds could not gain admittance, the
occasion being the funeral servics of the late
Archbishop Lynch, At ten o'clock Requiem
Mass for the dead was celebrated, His Emin-
eace Cardinal Taschereau officiating, ex-Vicar-
Genera!l Rooney aasictant priest, Rev, Father
Laurent and Mgr. Gleeson, of Buffalo, sssistant
dencons ; Dean ’Connor, of Barrie, deacon ;
Arch-deacon Cossidy, sub-deacon; Father
Hund, maaster of ceremonies; Father
Heagarty, mitre bearer; Xather Tray-
ling, book bearer; Fathers Cruse and Mo-
Phillips, scolytes; Father MeBride, thurifer,
and Father Chalemdard, musical director. In
the procession there were Cardinal Taschereau,
8 archbishops and bishops 94 priests. Mayor
Clarke and the Qity Council attended in a body.
The mervice was mosb salemn and impressive,
the choir of S, Mictael's lwing sapplemented
by the choira of St. Basil’s and St. Michael's
college, The sermon was preached by Bishop
