The world itwelf, thaugh
generally uo oold and heartless and ungratetul,
1s pot unmindful of the birthday of 1ta herves,
of the men who, im the dark hours of the
nation's triale, have nobly saorificed time and
health and talenis, even life iwself, for the
uation’s welfare. As Oatholics, as Irishmen or
sona of Irishmen, as members of our sovieties
of Temperance, wa would prove falee to our
faith, oor conntry and the noble gause which
we advooate, were we bo fail bo o-Jebrate this
birthday feast aud to keep it & memorial from
genirat{on to generation with an everiastiog
observance. However warm our devotion to
the cauaa of Temperance, our effurts in this
dlrenﬁ_mn {let us humbly make the confersion)
pale-inbo ineignificaucs in the presence of the
untiring, uoselfish and muccessful 1sbors of the
great apostle whom we honor on this «lay.

faithfully observed, However interestivg it
might prove to follow bhe footsteps of Favoer
Masthew os he travelled from city to city aad
from country 9o country, conferring ihe bless
ings of sobriety on homes made desolate by

THS ONLY TEMPEBATE MEN IN THE WORLD

Well meaniog temperance advocates have mxia-
tainsd that the use and sale of imtoxicating
liquors ara in themeelves sinful. Neisher pra
positions can be defended by acripture or by
reason. 'To my mind such aswsrtions weaken
inatead of strengthening our cause, It ia the
abuse, not the use, of any of God's gifts which
constitutes sin. The efforts of temperance men
should sherefore be directed to the elimninatinn
of the abuaae of liquor selling and liquor buying
aa practined in this city of Montreal, The dis-
cussion of shis phaseof the Temperance queatin
will enmble ua to place our cause and vhe tiue
means for making it a success, iy thelr propsr
light. Our legislators, it they are true to the
beat interests of thelr constivuznts, not only
have the right, but are in dusy brund to protect
ua from the adulterated baverages which ave
manufaotured and sold under the name of liquir
10 the varions groceries and saloous of this city.
Much of the evil arising from the use of
intoxicating drink can be traced to the in-
gredienta which enter so largely into_the
adulterated liquora sold to our people. How
rapidly 13 not the brain affected, the body
diseasad, the health shattered and an irresisti
ble craving created in those who indulge fre-
quently in drink. Why are our legislators eo
slow in passing an lnsprodion law in this mat-
ter 7 The butcher who disposes of tainted meat,
the druggiat who compounda au ibjurious pre-
soription, the baker who adulterates his food
products, are set upon by the law and gaverely
puniched. Aud meantime the saloonkeeper can
aend men home day after day mental, physical
and moral wrecke, prematare victims for the
grave, aad do this with ao iwpunity which it
11 aimply appalling to contemplate. Why this
liberty, (might I not ssy unlawful license,) to
one o as= of our citizene which ie astorded to no
other? Let uq then demand a law for the
inapeetion of all liquors manufactured sud sold
inontcivy. Amd let the lsw be rigidiy en
forced, oot only by fines but by imprisonment.
Tvisa jast law and sa citizons we clsim the
right to demand ib of our leglalators.  Kxperil-

WE HAVE A LAW FORBIDING THE SALE OF IN-
TOXICATING LI4UURS TO MINOKS

Shoizld it nob be rigidly ecforced ' Tha clergy-
wan who dsrea %0 unite in marriage withont
vhe psrente’ conaent two parties onr of whomn is
s twioor will be punished by law. How seld im
are men punished tor selling iatoxicating drink
vo mivora ! How can anyfesloon keeper in con-
aclence deal out 92 young people atill in their
teena the liqusr shat will blast forever livea eo
full of promiae to the young shemsarlves and to
vheir coundry ? There is nod a father or mothsr
wha geta thie breath of liquor from the hipscf s
child but should at oncas prosecube the would-be
murderers of their boy. As a matter of fact
sugh prosecutions are rare, and we may there-
fore conclude that the law againet selling to
rainovs is little bebter reapected than the Snaday
law. We of the clergy who are so often brought
face with the avils growing out of the unlimited
and unchecked liberty of liquor dealers bo sel)
when sod to whom they pleaze would fail ip
our dury wers we nob to raise our voice ngoimsb
30 crying au abuse. I have eaid before and I
repeat again : Are there ten lignor dealars in
this city who duvriog the past twelve months
have never sold a glusa of intoxicating drink to
s minar or to & well koown drupkard ? If thers
are let us bave their namcs and the promise
that they will forfeit their license if we can
prove a case sgainsh them,

Finally—for howaver practical and uzefal the
subjsed which we ore discussiaog roay be, I mu
nat abuse your patienco—fiaally, then, have
we no? in the best inberests of our peopls the
r.&ht to require a diwiaution .o the numbir of
saloons of this o'ty ? Two closses of perzons
objact to this reduction. Oa the one side, thy
povernmend, because, say they, onr revenus
will b diminished ; on the owber tha maloom
keeper, because, kay Shoy, you unjustly rob us
of our meaas of a livelibood. Tu ‘he members
of the goversm-ns I reply : Reduce the number
of saloons but irnpase n higher licease tax 8o as
to double your revenues. 15 has been done
elsewhere. It certainly might »t loast ba tried
1 Monvreal, Pailadelphin in 1837 had nesrly
six thousand aaloooe for ita million of people.
Now for more than & million of people it bas
only 1300, and yet by raisiag the tax from 850
1o 300 it haamore than doubled its revenne, I
might add to tnis the eaving in coucyani jail
pxoensed hy recalling the fact that in tho first
year of high licenses in Pbiladelphia there were
8,000 lees canvicts than in the ysar preceding
high liceuse, And the sawme is trus of many
uther cittes in which high license bon been tried

May they not pay heavilp, five years
henos, for their courage in passing lawa re-
strioting the liquor vrathic if the raloon influence
should be exerted to rob them of theireeats in
the halls of legislation? 1 cennot believe, I
do nob believe, they the majority of our legis
Iatora are to be inflaenced by such fears  And
while there may be o few who dare bo say
privately that the saloon kerp-rs bavs stood by
them on the day of elecsion spd they in turn
will atand by th. 1! L o - e, auy politiclan
wbo would make such s+ v val u one of cur
daily pspers «ver kis owu signature would be
at once beandrd we a hizeliog and coward, oer-
tainly he wouid a7% d-g2rva the nams cf a can-
soientions etatesmnn. Qur legislatora repre-
gent in Parlisment not ths asloon keepsr but
nll she citizans of sheir elactors! districu. Thesa
have righte that must be respeoted. During
five years the seats in parliamenv canno bs con.
tested. And if to the mass of citizens the
legialator givea the protection of & high license
law and & dimioution of saloons o thia city,
the increased mumber of sober grateful men
will take geod care that their friends in par-
lisment will not suffer by baving followed the
dictates of an ealizhtened oonscience and will
teturn them with increased majaritias to the
halls of legislation. Bub will not higher licenss
prove an ipjustice to & number of ealoon-
keepars who will thus be driven out of the
business ? Not more so than taxes are to men
of other avocatione who after a life time spend
in ona busipess, find themselvas, through the
taxes imposed upon their plaot and upon the
peodnota of their lsbor, obliged to seek another
means of livelihood. INob mors so than go the
property owner who 1a oblized by law to ababe
abt hia OWn expense, somebtimes very heavy ex
pense, the nuissuce whoh endangers tha
health or well belng of his neighbora. Why 18
is that the saloom-kecpers must be slways
treated a8 a privileged clasa? Do npt the great
majority of the saloons in this city prove a
nuisanoe to their neighbors by endangering the
health, aye the vary life, of both the drunkarde
who sslly forth from thesa drinking houscs
and the poor victims of the drunkards fury, in
the drunkardsown home?

enemy. Logislation to be just must comsider
the needs, the interests of the many, not of the
fow, Therefore, let us have fower saloons, as
few as pxsible, and let net all of shem be
located av she very doors of our labooring
peopls, but scabtered ay great distances over
the city. Thus only can onr houneat men of doil
mansge to reach their homes without tempta-
tion alluring them from the path of duty at
avery astep.

O my brethren, awaken from the dreadful
apathy in whioh the liquor traffio, as practised
in Moptraal, has left so maoy of you, ita oiti-
zeni, Ia this Father Mschew centenary year
leud us a helping hand ia our effurta to make
you a sober, proiperous people. Lab io not be
said that while your brethren across the ses, in
your own dear island home, are rallyiog under
the baunner of their bishopa and their priesta
(with an enibusiatm lika to that manifested by
their futhers fif.y y»ars ago,) to do battle
sgainay she demon, drink; while your brethren
in tbe Unpited S.ates are making efforte grenver
than were ever inade bafore to lessrn the evils
caused among our psople by intemperance; lat
it mol be said that you alone will be found
unworthy children of tha great Tempersnce
apostle and l:sh peieat, Fasher Mathew, the
centenary of whose birth you sre to-1ay cele-
brating. O plortous Ap-atle of Tamperance, if
in reward for your life's Jabors in this praad
¢suse you have alresdy recwived your erawn,
deign to look down upon the peaple of this fair
oity, and touched by the woa and desolation
and sin which your eyes behold, pray that we
may oue and all arise in our might and over-
thraw the power which has so long enslaved the

Tne Rav, Father McCallen, afier a few intro-
ductory remsrks in which he thaoked those
prosent for their attendance proceeded to ex-
press his regeet thub such uorestricted Jicense
should be permitted te reign in the city as it
did ab prescov. If the present demonstration
served io remove the dutk rl.ud shich bung
like & fancral 1all over this city, cavairg gloom
and grief and eadnesa to e0 many hearts, and
added iv the ever noble virtues of the citizops a
more voiversal sobriety than was now observed,
vhe light, Yife and gladness iv would give to the
city would be » grand reward. The nime of
Fasher Mashew, be said, should be dear noton-
ly so the Irish Catholic heart, bub to the whole
buman race, which was slways ready to
houwor and ackoowledge a  bemefagtor of
humanity. Toe work  whioch  Father
Mathew undertook of saving society from
the curge of drink had what might be called
phenomenal success. Three months afrer he
sigoed dhe total abatinence pledze at Qork on
August 10, 1883, he had enrolled 25,000 persons
Two montha later thfs nuinber bad been tn
creased to 131,000, four mcaths later to 150,000,
and in lese than a year be had gathered into
hiz temperance aosiety 200,000 members. In
Limerick a similar success attended his preach
ing, and in & few day 150,000 new discip.es
were added o the hoaorabls roll of robal abstin-
ence. In Waterford, at the end of three days,
80,000 received the pledge at hia hands, aum-
hars of whom had come ffrom the neighnoring
villsges and towns. In Scotland 80,600 per-
sonn were enrolied in the total abstinence cauie
and 1n Eogland’ 160,000, whilst in the United
Ntases 600,(00 ‘more total abatinence pledges
were administered by this indefatigable and
szealons priest. In oocuclusion the rev. chair-
maun expressed a hops shas the omory of
Father Mathow would ever live in the minds of
evary Irishman, of every Catholic and of thoss
who werae gratefual to a friend and benefactor of
humanity.

Dr. Hingston, ab some length detailed the lifa
and work of the greab apostle of tempsrance
and apreially dwelt apon his intense zeal and
sarnostoess for the cause he had at heart. He
made hia labor subservient to any other
parposs, even to a religious purp: always
keapag saloof from political obj<#, always
keeping to his mission of a priest and a tem-
parangs teacher, his unbounded chariby, his love
tor his peop!e, his morsal elevation of uharncber,
and his tact and dlsorimination.

Mr. J. J. Uurran, Q.0, M.P., was greeted
with pronged applause, and eaid they had hopad
to bear the elcqueat and echolarly Bishop
Mahanny, of Toronto, but his feeble health pre-
vented his attendancs, Referring to the plat-
form of the Oatholic Temp2rance convention,
which bad been 80 eloquently spokan upon the
day before by the Rev. I'ather MoCallen, he
ssid the plonk referring to the analysis of
liqoor wonld meet with general mpprobation,
No man oughb to wish to ssll drogred liquors,
snd certainly no sane man wished to drink
them. {Hear, hear.)
