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3. 	An entity shall prepare a report in writing on each contract awarded by it under 
paragraph 2. Each report shall contain the naine  of the procuring entity, indicate the 
value and lcind of goods or services procured, the name of the country of origin, and a 
statement indicating the circumstances and conditions described in paragraph 2 that 
justified the use of limited tendering. The entity shall retain each report. They shall 
remain at the disposal of the competent authorities of the Party for use, if required, under 
Article 1017, Article 1019 or Chapter Twenty (Institutional Arrangements and Dispute 
Settlement Procedures). 
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
