No disti
shail <be made whibh is based on the fiag of vessels, the pulace of origin, 4ep
entry, exit or destination, or on any circumstanees relating to the owners
goocls, of vessels o~r of other mieans of transport.

3. Any contracting party may require thiat trafli in transit f ruterritory be entered at the proper custom bouse, but, except in cases off

fronm or going to the trritory of oher contraçtin paries s1hal notbe8
to any unnecessary delays or restrictions and shall be exempt frora Cu
dûties and from ail transit duties or othr charges imaposed in respect of ti
except charges for transportation or those commensurate with adnminist]expenýseýs entailed by transit or with the cost of services rendered.

5. With respect to ail charges, reguila1tion and formlities in, conciOltrnsit, each contracting party shall acordz~ to trfl in transit to or fOterritory of axny oIier cntin~g party treatment no less fravouirab thtreatiment accorded ta trafi itransit to or fromi ai>y thiird counry
