
ARTICLE V

Revocation andI Limitation of Authorization

1. Each Contracting Party acting directly or through the Acronautîcal
Authorities shall have the riglit to revoke an operating authorization or to suspend
the exercise of the rights specified in this Agreement 1by the airline designated by
the other Contracting Party or to impose such conditions as it may deem necessary
on the exercise of these rights:

(a) i any case where it is not satisfied that substantial ownership
and effective control of that airline are vested i the Contracting
Party designating the airline or i its nationals;, or

(b) in case of failure by that airline to comply with the laws and
regulations of the Contracting Party granting the rights; or

(c) in case the airlihe otherwise faits to operate i accordance with
the conditions prescribed under this Agreement.

2. Unless immediate revocation, supninor hnposig of conditions
mentioned i paragraph 1 of this Article is esnilto prevent foirther
infringement of the laws and regiilations or uuless safety or security requires
immediate action under this Article, Article VII or Article VIII, such riglits shall
be exercised oiily after consultations with the AeoatclAtoiisof the other

CnrcigParty. Such oslain shallbegin within aperiod of
thirty (30) days from the date of the requeat or some 1firther period by agreement

ARTICLE VI

Application of Laws

1 Th law, reulatons nd pocedresof one Contracthig Party relatig to
the amsinto, reinainig in, or departure fr7om its tenritory of aircraft engaged lin
international air navigation or to, the operation and navigation of such aircraft shall
be coniplied with by the designiated airlines of the other Contracting Party upon
entrance ito, departure from and while within the said territory.
