For the Hellenic Republic: Canadian citizens, who are notified
that their visa application referred to in subparagraph (b)
above has been approved and who, prior to receiving this visa,
submit adequate and valid full health care insurance to cover
any expenses which may arise in connection with repatriation
for medical reasons, urgent medical attention or emergency
hospital treatment or death, for their entire authorized period
of stay;

For the Hellenic Republic: Canadian citizens who submit to
the competent Greek consular Authority a copy of their
criminal record and a valid medical certificate stating they do
not suffer from diseases that may pose a threat to public
health. The Parties understand that this medical certificate
must be submitted only once and only to the competent Greek
consular Authority;

Canada understands that, under the law of the Hellenic
Republic, qualified Canadian citizens must submit to the
competent Greek Migration Authorities, after their entry into
the country and within the first three months, the following:

6] An application for a residence permit with three
recent colour photos,

(ii) A photocopy of a valid Canadian Passport with a
valid national visa which is specifically granted for
the purpose of this Agreement,

(iii) A certificate of full health care insurance covering all
risks as per subparagraph (i),

(iv) Proof of sufficient financial resources to cover the
expenses involved at the beginning of their stay. This
document is only required of Canadian citizens
falling under Article 2(c) and only in cases where
Canadian citizens do not have a work contract at the
time of application for a residence permit,
