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We reaffirm our dedication to the principle of the
inviolability of, and respect for, the sovereignty and territori :
Integrity of states .

We express our conviction that recourse to force and press,,,
in various forms is contrary to the right of the people of Viett ;
to peace, freedom and independence and can only lead to the aggr
tion of the conflict in that area and to its transformation into
a more generalized war with catastrophic consequenoes .

We are deeply concerned at the aggravation of the situatiol
in Vietnam and are convinced that it is the consequence of forei,
intervention in various forms including military intervention,
which impedes the implementation of the Geneva Agreement on Viet c

We are firmly convinced that, irrespective of possible
differences in appraising various elements in the existing situa'
in Vietnam, the only way leading to the termination of the oonfl :
consists in seeking a peaceful solution through negotiations . ~Ie
therefore make an urgent appeal to the parties concerned to star ;
such negotiations, as soon as possible, without posing any preao :
tions, so that a political solution to the problem of Vietnam ma
be found in accordance with the legitimate aspirations of the
Vietnamese people and in the spirit of the Geneva Agreement on
Vietnam and of the Declaration of the Conference of NoL-Aligned
Countries held in Cairo .

We invite the governmeats of all countries interested intt
maintenance of world peace to associate themselves, as soon as
possible, with this appeal .
