APPOINTMENTS TO THE BOARD OF THE INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT
RESEARCH CENTRE (IDRC)

The Right Honourable Joe Clark, Secretary of
State for External Affairs, announced today the
appointments of a Canadian, Jean-Guy Paquet, and a Costa
Rican, Clara Zomer, to the Board of Governors of the
International Development Research Centre (IDRC).

Mr. Paquet has a Ph.D. in electrical engineering
and was Rector of Laval University in Quebec City from 1977
to 1987.
