Now llNow Ye that we do for that end publish this Our Royal Proclamation, and
do hereby DISSOLVE the said Parliament of Canada accordingly; and the Senators

and the Members of the House of Commons are discharged from their meeting and
attendance on the said FIRST day of NOVEMBER next; and we do make known
Our Royal will and pleasure to call a Parliament, and that orders for the issuing of

Our Writs in due form for the calling thereof, and for the dates which Our said Writs

shall bear, will presently be proclaimed.

In Testimony Whereof, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,

and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. Witness: Our Right
