Believing it to corne from British
Columbia I asked to see the box, because f rom the code on
the box 1 would be able to ascertain the packer and
probably the grower and therefore could caution them
about sending such apples to the House of Commons. But
to my surprise and horror I found that the box came f rom
Washington state.

Sorne hon. Members: Shame!

Mr. Whittaker: This is the height of the season for
Canadian apple producers. My question of privilege is that
I ask Your Honour to do everything possible to ensure that
we have Canadian apples in the cafeterias and restaurant
of the House of Commons.

Mr. Speaker: The Chair has three questions of privilege
under advisernent at the present time. Two were raised
yesterday and a new one has been raised today by the hon.
member for Okanagan Boundary. My understanding of the
hon. member's question of privilege is that hie has noticed
that apples sold in one of our cafeterias or the restaurant
came in a box fromn Washington. 0f course, the eviderice
we have before us is that the box came from Washington,
not necessarily the apples.

Saine hon. Mernbers: Oh, oh!

Mr. Speaker: I have much sympathy with the hon.
member for Okanagan Boundary, particularly in view of
the fact that the best of Canadian apples, the Mclntosh,
originated in the historic county of Dundas.

Sorne hon. Memnbers: Hear, hear!

Mr. Speaker: I can assure the hon. member that the
matter will be looked into.

Two other very important questions of privilege were
raised yesterday. One was raised by the hon. member for
Halton who complained, I believe, that a stone wall was
being built in one of the doorways of his office. We have

looked into this matter and some progress has been made:
construction has been stopped. I assume the hon. member
can stili get over the wall into his office. That matter will
be looked into. I arn sure it will be resolved and that some
other way will be found to establish the f ire protection
required to satisf y the f ire marshal.
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The third matter was raised by the hon. member for
Prince George-Peace River and had to do with unwed
f athers. I am afraid I can do very littie about the problems
that beset pregnant fathers.
