by its own ecumenical movement, a Roman Catholic priest
in the person of the hon. member for Cape Breton-East
Richmond (Mr'. Hogan).

I know ail hon. members would want me ta pay this
short tribute to the formation of that very important
church in Canada which represents, of course, the inter-
ests and union of ail Christian faiths in Canada.
