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7. That to retain the present tolls on
«Canadian coastwise shipping, contSary. as
I believe, ta the letten and the. spirit af the
Ray-Pauncefote treaty. will be regarded ini
Canada as an injustice tending ta disturb
the friendly relations between two great
countries, which have a mutual interest in
developing the nesoures of Nanth America,
-and in facilitating transportation between
its widely separated coasts and aeaports.
and also ta deepen the. impression that
every treaty between the United States
and Great Bnitain, in which w. were in-
terested, was interpreted ta the disadvan-
tage ai Canada territorially and commer-
cially.

WVitli this surnîary, the only question
that now rernains ta b. considered ia. Have
we any remedy P We cannot submit quietly
ta injustice, particularly where sucli im-
portant interests are concerned, non should
we resort ta retaliation, unless ail other
efforts ta obtain redresa have failad. We
have enjoyed one hundred years af peace
with the United States, althoujzh the. at-
masphere lias seversi times been more or
lesa agitated by differences, ail af which,
happily, have been settled either by arbi-
tration or by diplomatie correspondence
with the. govennment at Washington. We
have every confidence that, in this case,
wvhat diplomacy lias don. belore it will do
again, and if the governne.nt cdi Canada
has not alreiidy remonstrated against the
action of Congress, it is ta b. hop.d it will
do so without delay. I have every confi-
dence in its anxietY ta protect Canadian
interests, and tlîat i n doingz sa, within the
limita ai diplomatie courtesy, it will be
supported by tii. people of Canada.

Should tIi. Washington government
stili refuse, notwithstanding the protest
£ram Canada, or irom the. Foreign. Office,
or froni the Iniperial government, whichi
lias already, 1 understand, enter.d a pro-
test, tiien an appeal should be made ta thie
Hague Tribunal, 'te which the goverument
ai Great Britaini and the United States
have bound thiemselves to submit the inter-
pretation ai treaties. Canada is willing
ta abide by the decision af that Tribunal.
If we have no rights under the Hay-Paunce-
late treaty, we are prepared ta alide bv the
resuit. We believe that the best nien in

the United States consider such an appeal
eminently proper, and that anv refusai on
the part of the United States ta refer the
question to the Hague Tribunal would be
disareditable to the American nation, On
this po int let me quote tram a speech de-
livered hy ex-Secretary of Stae Elihu Boot,
bef are the New York Cham-ber af CoAn-
merce on the 22nd of November, about two
weeks ago. He said:

We ore now approaching a question which
will test tii. willingness of the. &&Mericau
people to b. tru, to the ideale of eelU-govern-
ment ehowing that a democracy eau b. hon-
our.ble and just. Under an agreement
made regardinç the Panama canal, Great
Britain retired f rom lier position and signed
over ta the Uni'ted States alU tiie rights sh.
had under the par.tnership agreemient. It
waa specified that; the sbips of ail nations
were te have the ramie treatmnent. .
Our Congree passed a law which gives f r..
transit to ÂmLerican ehips engaged in the
coaustwise trade wbule passing between our
Atlantic cost and aur P~acifie cat, whjle
toile are ta b. ýmposed upon Britis.h shipe
pssang be.tween British ports on the. Atlan-
tic and Briîtish ports on the. Pacifie, and up-
en all o*her foreign shipe. The question now
is, w.hat is ta b. done about it P We have a
treMiy with Oreat Britain under 'which we
have agreed thaot «Il questions arising upon
the interpretation of treate &hall b. eub-
mitted- to arbitration, and it seems hardly
conoeivable, yet there are men who say that
we wilU neyer arbitre". the question of the
construction of that; treaty (the. Hay-Paunce-
foite treaty>, and I isay to you that; if we
refuses to anbitrete it w, wvjll b. in the. posi-
tion af tlh. merchant who la known ta a&l
the. world ta, b. taises ta lus promnisee. (Âp-
plause.) . . Âmong ail the people of
th. earth Whio hope for better da"s of right-
eousness and peace, we will stand, in the, light
af aur mnultitude of deelarations for arbitra-
tion and peace, discredited, dishonaured hypo-
crites, with the. fair name of Amexica biacli-
ened, 'with theii self-respept of LA'meicans
gone, with -the, influence of Amenaca for ad-
vance along the, pathway of progress and
civiliza-tion ennuUled, dishonoured and dis-
graced. That question stands auiong us, and
no true American can fil ta use his voice
upan that question for his country's honour.
(Applause.> If we are lovera of libertv and
justice, if w. are willing ta do as a nation
what we are bound ta do os individuals in
our conimuaities, tiien ail trhe questions we
have been disoussing will be solved Tiglit.
and for countlese generation-, ta came Ameri-
oans wi-Il etill be brothers as t.hey were of
aId, leading the world tnwards happier lives
and nobler .mniood, towards 4He realzation
af the. dreaina of philosophera and af the
prapiiete fan a betten and a nobler world.

If 1 were expressing the opinion ai
Canada in regard te the treaty and in
regard ta the action of the American
nation, 1 woul even hesitate ta use such
