C risin principally th British
;;?::5, yes%erday gave vigorous pursuit
to the Germans in retreat, or smashed
in onrthe enemy rear-guards detailed
to hqld the left flank of the with-
drawal until the troops elsewhere in
flight\made their escape. On the right
the British, Americans and French
east of Le Cateau as far south as the
River /Oise again struck hard at the
Gerrns‘ns on the roads to Valenciennes,
Mons, and Namur and the British
stormed ‘Baseuil, 8000 yards east of Le
Cateau, and made progress p,long the
Chatillon road. In the region north
of Cambrai the British pursued ghe
enemy for five miles, reaching the in-
tersection of the Sensee River apd the
Scheldt Canal. Between Douai and
Lille the British pursuit had proceed-
ed seven miles by yesterday noon and
it was still pressing the enemy hard.
On the rest of the northern/front the
Trench occupied Thielt, the Belgians
advanced on Ghent, and they occupied
Zeéebrugge and pushed on to the
Dutch frontier. In this region the
allies made an advance of over twelve
miles on a front of thirty. The British
have occupied the western bank of the
I.ys above Courtrai and they h'ave
made ‘another crossing of this river
below Courtrai. o

Along the Olse and the Aisne the
French again joined Dbattle with the
enemy and made advances o_f about
three miles. They resumed their pres-
sure in the Forest ¢f Andigny, west
of the Oise, and took the villages of
Ainsonville, Mennevret, Gromgis, and
Bovenville. On the front between the
Oise and the Serre they pepetrated to
the outskirts of Seray-lez-Lizier and
the southern outskirts of Fontaine,
taking ten villages. In the Champagne
they crossed the Aisne River on a
three-mile front and seized the heights
to the eastward, capturing Vanay and
many fortified farms..

COL. VAN STRAUBENZIE
IS KILLED IN FRANCE

A message reached Toronto last
night, direct from France, that Col.
Charles Van Sﬁraubenzie had been
killed in action.:. It .gave no partica-
lars, and was received by Mrs. G.
Allen Case and Col. Van Straubenzie’s
wife at 148 Balmoral avenue.

Col. Charles Van Straubenzie has
been an officer of the Royal Canadian
Dragoons for more than 20 years. He
was born in Kingsdton on June 17,
1876. He was educated at Ridley
College, Royal Military College, and
the University of Toronto. He be-
came a  lieutenant in the Royal Ca-
nadian Dragoons in 1898, a captain in’
1906, and a major in 1911°

The military career af Colonel Van
Straubenzie included the South Afri-
can war. He has been on active ser-
vice with the Canadian expeditionary
force since the start of the war, zoing
with the Dragoons from Toronto to
Valeartier At the time he fell he
was in command of a Canadian
cavalry unit in’' France.

For his services in the South
African war, Colonel Van Straubenzie
was awarded a medal with five clasps.
He was on duty there in 1899-1900
with the 1st Regiment Canadian
Mounted Rifles. During the opera-
tions in the Orange Free State, he
took part in the engagements at Vet
River and Zand River. In the trans-
vaal campaign, he fought at Johan-
nesburg, Pretoria, Diamond Hill, Reit
Viei and Belfast.

Bulk of German Armies Re-
treat to Last Defensive
Positions.

NOT ENOUGH TROOPS

Kaiser’s Command’ Has Few
Available Troops for

Further Fighting.

British Headquarters in France, Ogt.
18.—A new .Geyman line of defence
from Antwerp /thru Namur to Sédan,
which probably will be given the
name of the Wotan IIL. line, is un-
derstood to be in course of cinstruec-
tion., On this sidz of the line the Ger-
mans do not appear to hove any de-
fence of real importance.

It is considered likely that tke main
bu'k of the German armies, or rather
what is left of the main bulk, in this
section of the front, is on its way to
the Wotan IIL line, but it is possible
it may try to make a, stand somewhere
on' this side of these positions,

If a stand is made, however, the
Ciermans 'will have to depend upon
what troops they now have in -Bel-
gium.

All -these appear to have been en-
gaged recently and some have suf-
fored terrible losses.

From information reaching head-

quarters this afternoon it seems-: that J

£11 the available reserves of the enemy
north of the River JLys have now been
engaged. Few, if any, divisions can
L'e spared from any other section of the
ront. Moreover, it is now absolutely
certain that the Germans in addition
to their other difficulties are seriously
handicapped by a shortage of high
explosive shells,

Captured orders show that the Ger-
man gunners have been urged to use
gas shells in%‘ead of high explosives,
and all ranks have been commanded
to save their brass cartridges when
retreating. Even further economy is
exacted in the use of shells, it being
admited that the lack of ammuni-
tion is hampering operations.

In the Htlle secior the Germans ap-
mear to be rapidly withdrawing their
guns ‘ar to the rear, leaving only a
protecting screen of artillery,

The Germans, at least for the mq-
ment, seem to have ! stopped their
orgies of burning and \Westroying,
par:ly’ thru fear of what the allied
troops may have a chance to do be-
fore long. Today's reports s$ay no
fires of any consequence have teen
observed, - except -at places close to
the line.

Germans Refuse to Fight.

How many thousands of civilians
have been delivered from the Ger-
mans dunring the past three days is
uncertain, but the number runs’ well
into the thouwands.

Now it has become the usual thing
for the British, French and Belgian
troops to send back momentarily from
every town taken, large numbers o’
men, women and éhildren. From some
of these evidence corroborative of the
reports of gradual destruction of the
German morale has been secured. For
instance: It has been learned that in
the neighborhood of Heule and
Cuerne, north of Courtrai, entire regi-
ments flatly refused to fight, altho
threatened wi‘h severe punishment by
their officers.. These regiments final-
ly retired in a body.

From prisoners, especially officers,
similar evidence is being obtained con-
stantly. The officers of the 20th Dra-
goon Regiment of the ecrack Sixth
Cavalry Division, which had been dis-
mounted and fought as infantry, say
that the spirit of the men was broken
principally because, instead of getting
a rest after their hard fighting, they
had again been sent into ‘battle.
“Peace talk” is also said to be having
a demoralizing effect on the men,
gradually breaking down their deter-
mination to resist, :
