There can be no
harm, there must come good, to a court
of appeal like that in Ontario, or theé
supreme court at Ottawa, if the govern-
ment take the best men on the provin-
cial bench for either of these courts.
But the essential thing to be observed
in cases of this kind is that seniority,
and much more fitness, are the abso-
jute tests. If this were done there
could be no objection to promotions to
ihe courts of appeal :

But it is worse than mischievous for |
the Ottawa government to do as they
have been doing, selecting judges for.
promotion who have been, when at the
bar, supporters. of the dominant pavty.";
and passing over men who are at least
the equals of those promoted and len‘.or‘
to them in service because théy have
been of the opposite party. Better no |
promotions than promotiong of this
kind.

It has become a scandal that many
men who are supposed to enforce the
Liquor Act have as private clents a |
large proportion of the liquor sellers,
It is notorious the way license-holders |
switch business to the crown attorney |
of the county, and The World also has|
heard of crown attorneys who have
been engaged as counsel by corpora-
tions. Take the case of a crown at-|
torney who is counse] for a street rail-
way company, and who may be called |
upon in the discharge of his public
duties to investigate the cause of an
accident on his client’s road. We ima-
gine that half the crawn attorneys are
in some way or another in the service
of the corporations, and this connec-
tion cannot fail to be detrimental to

It was at Pisa in 1870 that the pro-
fessor began his investigations., And
here he demolishes an old-time be.lef
that the tower  became a leaning
tower” thru accldent, viz.,, the sink.ng'
of the foundations, He has made many
measurements, now for the first (. me
published. The conclusion he has ar-
rived at is that the Tower is simply a
well-planned building freak.

Many exquisite photographs he has
taken assist in making his argumen s
plain, and his measurements show that
the masonry of the lower or oveérhang-
ing side is much lighter than on the
upper. This Is especially marked in
the¢ case of the staircases, the weight
of the masonry being saved and light-
ness given to it by making the roof of
the stair proportionately. higher than
on the other side,

“Forward Leans” of Notre Dame.

In the same way the magnificent fa-
cade of Notre Dame, Paris, is beauti~
fully fillustrated apd the ‘“forward
leans” clearly brought out. As these
leans give varfety of interest to the
front of the cathedral they are now
believed by architects to have been in-
tentional and not the result of settling
foundations.

St. Mark’s, Venice, (the grandest ex-
ample- of Byzantine work in Europe,
has some splendid photographs allotted
to it. But Its architecture abounds In
“refinements,” the mathematical sym-
metry expected in buildings having b2en
departed from in order to give a variety
of effect, and in some places, as the
arch of the crossing, tol secure a feel-
ing of spaciousness and graceful curves,

Then, too, an instructive example of
“perspective {llusjons” is well {llustrat-
ed in the small church of San Ste-
fano, Pisa, where the pler gpacings di-
minish M size toward the choir; the
arches, capitals and plers drop in the
same manner, and the pavement slop.s
upward from the west end, all tending
to make the interior look larger than
is aetually the case.

Prof. Goodyear's grand collection has

triumphant,

“There can be no doubt that honest
gpecialism has advanced the scisnce
and art of both medicine and surgery,
particularly - during the last thirty or
forty years, but as has often been ob~
served in many other lines of human
activity, sub-divisions of labor, while
advancing the best interests of the
people at large, have great disadvant-
ages for those engaged in the work.
There is then the danger that this mod-
ern development of specialism nay
tend to produce a narrower type of
medical men, who, like the mechanics, |
will only know their own departments |
of work, and be unable to understand
properly the relations of special por-
tions of the field of medicine to others,
or to the system at large,

“From my experience of practice and
patients I make bold to declare that
the public might derive more help und
benefit than they do if they knew what
to have and what to avold in the way
of speclalism. Now, here is the oppor-
tunity, and a well defined duty, for the
well educated practitioner. He will see
to it that his patient shall not, if he
can help it, patronize the false special-
ist, legally qualified or not. Before
leaving this subject I may take the)
