The World's Young Man
Meets Rudyard Kipling

AT A LUNCHEON IN LONDON

Where He Got Thatﬁfxpression, “Qur
Lady of the Snows.”

The Impervial Laureate Taken to Task for
Giving o False Impression to Voreign-
ers About This Comnizy’s Grand Cit-
miite — Canada Always Wrongly De-
picted —~ Kipling Pays o Tribute to
Bitss Carman.

London, June 21,~(8pecial)—1 took
the opportunity to-day at a luncheon of
addressing a few- admonitory words to
Rudyard Kipling, who sat on my right,
The Imperial Laureate, as is well
known, is extremely shy of newspaper
men, but in reply to a “Stanleyesque”
query, “Mr, Kipling, I presume?’ 1 re-
ceived a pleasant answer,

' “What have you to say to the eriti-
cism of the Canadian press on your
poem, ‘Our Lady of the Snows,’ Mr,
Kipling ?”

“What is their criticism?’ he asked,
“Why, you must know that we Cana-
dians seriously object to being described
as living in a land of snow and ice.”
“Well, 1 take it all back,” said the
poet. “I shall never do it agaln, and if
desired, 1 hereby certify and make oath
that never a foot of snow falls from
alifax to Vancouver, and that the rail-
ways are never blockaded for days,”
T'his, of course, was a Kipling joke,
“But,” said he, “Canada fs an im-
mense country, and it can’t be denied
that the greater part is decidedly wintry-
like, for a long- period, each year, 1
lived on the border for four years, and
know something of it. Of course, your
summers are glorious, far shead of ours
here in England, but how has Canada
always been depicted—a maiden in blan-
ket suit and snowshoes, is it not? I am
quite willing that Miss Canada be pie-
tored without any garments If you
like.”

“Speaking seriously, however,” he con-
tinued, “it is the fault of Canada, and
her governments, that the really splendid
climate of her southern provinces Is mot
sufficiently - advertised.”

“But, Mr. Kipling, “no advertisement
of our Government is so widely read as
your writings, and_as we want people
in Canada, it is just this sort of thing
that gives us a set-back. Emigrants
don’t want to live in snowbanks,”

“Quite so, but I ask the Canadian

words, ‘Our Lady of the Snows,’ Ask
any Roman Catholic’ what they mean,
Don't you remember D’Arcy MeGee's
words?’

As 1 didn’t recollect what words were
referred to, 1 discreetly changed the sub-
jeet, by reduesting a poem on Indian
summer, some time in the future, but
the encouragement was not great,

“A beautiful season, the spléndor of
the changing maples and beeches is al-
most indescribable,  Some of your own
poets should attempt the task. Bliss
Carman, who has done some admirable
work, is fully capable.”
