Detective Roomed With Accused.

Detective Caulficld explained that he
roomed at Whittington's under instructions.,
An April 16 Caulfield and the accused had a |
talk about “bleeding” the Coleman fare |
box. The prisoner sald that two weeks |
after the box had been brought into service
he and a man namwed McPBride had got their

heads together and had contrived the dig-
ger. McBride, he said, had been arrested,
but had skipped his ball. When they got
home Whittington showed a digger, and
afterwards a cigar box with steel strips
in it.

Whittington Not Worried,

“Why do you leave those things lying
around so carelessly?’ remarked Cauifield.
“Your house might be searched.’”’

“Qh, it doesn’t worry me much,” pepiled
Whittington. ‘‘No one ever saw me mak-
ing anything, and nothing counld be proved.”

Whittington sald the steel wins bought at
Rice Lewis’ by his brother-in-law. He ob-
served that he made considerable that very
dey by stealing and selling the tickets. He
said he used to take 10 or 15 tickets at
one time. He gave Caulfield two machines
and the detective showed them to a street
raflway official, and gave them back io
Whittington.. He used to make diggers
and sell them for 50 and 75 cen:s each. On
April 20, at the Ocean House, Whittington
produced a dime and remarked that it was
some of the company’s money. On April
27, at the hotel, Whittington told Caulfield
that he had got $2.50 in coin, from the fare
boxes.

Company Losing $500 a Day,

On May 24, at Whittington’s. house, ac-
cused told Caulfield that he had got 75 or
85 cents in cash and 29 tickets that day.
He remarked that the company was losing
about $500 per day, and said several regi-
lar conductors were also using diggers. Jn
Saturday, May 10, Whittington sald he vad
taken 21 tiekets and 70 cents in coln. On
May 14 on a Bathurst-street car, Caalfield |
saw Whittington take 20 cents in small
coln from the box. He paid that he had |
made 60 cents that day and several tiekets. |
On May 20 he sald he had got $1.60 in cash
and 70 tickets. On May 24 he gave Caul-
fleld a new digger, saying that it was one
he had used himself before, At night, he
#aid, he had got $1 in coln and the sdme
amount in tickets. On May 29, at Clancy’'s
Hotel, Whittington and Caulfield tried to
get a drink, but the proprietor refused, as
it was election day.
