Last year I lost $500 per week for
several weeks bhecause of delayed ship
ments,and this year the fruit is actually
spoiling without being picked for want
of transportation facilities, [ have no
remedy, 1 cannot fight a rallway eom
pany with an ifncome of $60,000,00 per
year, and there is no governmental de
partment which exercises any real com
trol over the rallways. The only thing
