OTTAWA, June 8.—In the house this
morning, after G. W. Fowler, Haugh-
ton Lennox and R. L. Borden had com-
plained of the government's attitude
in delaying supply and trying to create
the impression that the opposition was
to blame, the prime minister ma@e a
statement. Py

The government had been plainly in-
formed in the house that no more sup-
ply would o2 granted and no other
business pass:d until the govgmment
had dropped the first and seventeenth

| clauses of the eleetion bill,

Clause 17 of the election bill had
been attacked by the opposition on the
ground that it was aimed at destroying
the secrecy of the ballot. But the
truth was that the clause was merely
drawn to guard against honest electors
being disfranchised by the acts of re-
turning officers. !

This was a matter which the gov-
erninent was quite prepared to dis-
cuss with the house. But in the mean-
time the first duty of parliament was
to vote the supplies which are requir-
ed for the conduct of the public ser-
vices. The available supplies had been
exhausted in the middle of May, yet
the opposition had refused anothgr
vote on account, and the government’s
only \recourse was to keep supply be-
fore the house, and let the election bill
and the Hudson Bay Railway bill stand
until supply had been granted. .

Mr. Borden replied that the opposi-
tion had been passing -supply at the
rate of a million a day. But Sir Wil-
frid replied that this was not enough.
Money should be provided for the sev-
eral departments to pay their debts
without any furthgr delay, and the
time of the house, should not be wast-
ed in endless repetition of questions.
He left it to the good sense of the
country to judge as to the merits of
this issue.

Shortly before one o'clock the house
passed into committee of supply and
took up the vote of $320,000 for the sal-
aries of the Dominion Lands officers.
