At a meeting of the directors In the 

exhibition boardroom at the city hall 
yesterday afternoon, a financial state­
ment was submitted and approved, 
showing receipts of $202,422.58, and ex­
penditures of $161,796.65, leaving a pro­
fit from the 1907 exhibition of $40,626.03. 
Of this amount, $5626.03 Is set aside to 
cover running expenses for the remain­
der of the year, the balance to be car­
ried forward as an asset. The city’s 
cheque would be $21,500, but for an ap­
propriation of $13,500, to be applied to 
the railway exhibits building account, 
pending the receipt of the balance from 
the ’ railways.

Last year the profits of the exhibition 
were $37,166.01, making $47,349.15, with 
the 1905 balance of $10,183.14,' of /rhlch 
the city received $28,062.47, provision be­
ing made for an expenditure of $9376.95 
on buildings, and $9909.73 being retain­
ed as reserve.
