HE figure in the center shows a blouse of fine white
tucks. The sleeves are short and finished with small
bows to match the bow in front. The revers and
sleeves are also trimmed with fine white pleating. .

The blouse at the upper right is of a novelty crepe in
Copenhagen blue. The yoke extends part way down the
sleeves giving the long shoulder effect. The collar and vest
are of white crepe as is the cord which is loosely knotted at
the opening of the collar.  The buttons are of crystal.

Of white crepe, embroidered in blue, is the blouse at
the lower left of this page. The raglan slecves are joined to
the lower part of the blouse with narrow French beading.
The waist is finished with a scalloped frilling around both
