A special meeting of the board of workse
will also be held next week to take up the
matter of tenders for permanent pavement.
‘Engineer Murdoch is preparing plans and
specifications of the work, to be submitted
to the board.

Speaking of the progress made
with. new street work, Ald. MecGoldrick,
chairman. of the board, said the appropri-
ation for that purpose was rapidly dimin-
ishing and would probably be all used up
by the last. of the present month. From
that time on the only work on the street
will be by scavengers.

On the north side of King street, from
Prince William to Canterbury, a new road
has been made with broken stone, covered
with a mixture of tar and asphalt, which,
it is anticipated, will be a great improve-
ment .in that thoroughfare. Portions of
Market Square are now being treated in
the same way. Owing to lack of funds
the balance of King street will have to re-
main as it is for the present.
