---Outbreaks Reported From Ryazan

and Sevastopol.

ST. PETERSBURG, June 21, 11.50 a.
wm.—A mutiny, which for a time threat-
ened to place the fortress of Sevastopol
in possession of the mutineers, was sup-
pressed yesterday, according to a special
despatch to the Novo Vremya. The
mutiny was started by a battalion of for-
tress artillery which declined to obey
orders, whereupon the men were prompt-
ly disarmed. Two other battalions then
mutinied and took possession of the guns
in the  Nonth shore batteries, but on the
appearance of several local regiments of
infantry the mutineers abandoned the
idea of fighting and returned to their bar-
racks.

General Hepuliff, commander of the for-
tress of Sevastopol, is represented to be
greatly concerned about the temper of
the soldiers, as well as the sailors. That
the morale of the whole army is being
shaken by the revolutionary propaganda
is proved by the continual extemsion. of
the rebellious outbreak among the troops.

MARYSVILLE, N. B, Jume 2 (Spec-

DOUBLE MURDERIN
BRITISH COLUMBIA

An Indian Shoots Two Men
and Escaped---Indian Trail-
ers Chasing Murderer.

VANCOUVER, B. C., June 21 (special)
—A special foom Hazelton, Central Brit-
ish Columbia, says:—‘“A double murder
was committed here on Tuesday. Alex-
ander McIntosh, a half breed, and Max
Leclair, a guide from K Kamloops are the
victims apd the murderer is alleged to be
Simon Johnson, an Indian, of the Kispiox
Tribe. Mclntosh and Johnsom quarreled
on Monday night, and when the  hali-
breed was found yesterday in the middle
of the road a mile and a half from town,
suepicion at once pointed to the Indian.
McIntosh had been shot from behind, ap-
patently while riding intp town. A man
was at once sent on a hunt for Johason.
Half an hour later an excited Indian rode.
into town from Kispiox to say he had
discovered another body. This turned
out to be that of Leclaire. He, too,
had been shot in' the back while return-
ing to his ‘camp on Kispiox trail, north
of Hazelton. Leclaire’s horse is missing,
and it is supposed the Indian killed ' the
guide in order to get the animal, so that
he might escape on it. Several Indians
are on the trail of the supposed murder-
er.

THE JURY DISAGREED IN
GASE OF FALSE ARREST

After being out two hours the jury dis-

agreed in the case of Captain Dixon vs
Alderman Holder in an action for mal-
icious arrest and false imprisopment in
the circuit court. It is understood that
the jury stood-three im favor of the plain-
tiff and four against. }

The jury retired at 11,12 a. m. and re-
turned in an hour and stated that they
had failed to agree. They were instruct-
ed to return and at 1.12 p. m. came in
and said that they could not agree, They
were discharged by Judge MaLeod.

Court adjourned until tomorrow morn-
ing at 10 o’clock. The case will be tried
again,

In charging the jury his honor said that
the first count in the declaration was for
malicious arrest and the second was for
false imprisonment. As to the second
count, his honor said that it was false im-
priscmment if Capt. Dixon had been ar-
rested through Alderman Holder when
the latter had no legal night to arrest him.
Judge MclLeod then reviewed the facts
of the case and his honor said that it ap-
peared that Capt. Dixon always seemed
to have left his money with his wife to
pay the rent, he being a sea-faxing man.
Capt. Dixon occupied Alderman Holder’s
premises from 1895 to 1900. Alderman
Holder alleged that one quarter was mot
paid until the following quarter was due
and it was paid by Mrs. Dixon, who ask-
ed him to gay ‘“‘to date” on the receipt as
he- Musband would be cross if he did'nt.

Alderman Holder was being cross-examin-
ed. The judge said that he would have
been better pleased had the receipt been
produced when Captoin Dixon was on the
wtand, because Ald. Holder demied writing
some of the words in the receipt-and he
would have liked to have heard the plain-
tiff examined about the receipt. The judge
judge then read the plaintifi’'s evidence
with reference to the fourth receipt and
said he didn’t know where the receipt
was and yet at that time the receipt was
in court and afterwards handed to Ald.
Holder. "The judge said that the particu-
lars in the city court set out that the ac-
ticn was brought for rent due from Feb.
1st to May 1st. 1903, but his honor said
that he would take ‘the liberty of stating
that the defendant was not liable if the
jury found that all the rent had not been
paid. If, however, there was no rent due
ithen Ald. Holder would be Liable for false
imprisonment. If he acted unreasonably
and maliciously them he would also be
guilty of malicious arrest.

As to damages the judge said that if the
jury found for the plaintiff he was entitl-
ed to all expenses and for damages by be-
ing arrested the judge said that they
