London Hopeful That Cadorna Will Stem

London, Oct, 29—Steps already have
possible asistance to the Italians.

London, Oct. 20—The following article
is printed conspicuously by the Times
today :

“Cowardice” Item Struck Out

Rome, Oct. 28—The Ttalian war office
has issued an amended version of the
official statement on operations issued
carly today. As amended the first sen-
tence of the announcement reads:

«“The violence of the attack, and the
tailure to resist on the part of some
units forming our second army allowed
the Austro-German forces to break into
our left wing on the Julian front.” This
version eliminates the words “which: in
cowardice retired without fighting or
surrendered to the enemy.”

New Kind of Gas

Toronto, Oct. 29—A London cable to
the Mail and Empire says: “A despatch
to the Times from the Italian front says
the feature of the Austro-German at-
tack has been the use of gas on a large
scale. It is a type of gas which causes
a terrible itching on the soldiers’ faces,
even through masks, the hope apparent-
ly beéing that they will remove their
masks and -then succumb to the gas. De-
tails of this new torment gas, as it is
called, are not available.”

RAISES AUSTRIAN
HOPES FOR PEACE

Zurich, Oct. 29—Austrian hopes of a
“speedy and honorable peace,” have
have been raiséd by the Austro-German
successes on the Italian front, said the
president of the Reichsrat in an address
to the deputies, as quoted in Vienna de-
spatches. He admitted there had been
great anxiety in regard to Trieste, which
had now been removed.

The reports of the proceedings in par-
liament show that the German and
Polish deputies arose and cheered the
emperor and the army, implying that
the Czechs did not join in the demonstra-
tiddh.

"The safety of Trieste seems to be the
chief cause of rejoicing in Austria. The
Neue Frele Presse of Vienna says that
ever since Italy declared war the mon-
archy has not ceased to be anxious
for that city. It spgmlates as to whe-
ther British-and French influence will
prove strong enough to prevent the col-
lapse of Italy’s war policy, or whether
the mass of the people, recognizing the
seriousness of the situation, will be con-
vinced peace is necessary.

She replied she had
just dreamed that she saw her son ter-
ribly mangled from wounds. They made
a note of the date, and today’s news
shows that this remarkable dream came
on the very night the young man was
wounded.

Says French Determination To Recover
Provinces Delays War End

ERE THY

RUSSIAN SOIL

HEALTH SURVEY
OF THE PROVINGE

Expert Here To Begin a Work

of Great Importance

A survey of health and sanitary con-
ditions throughout the province is to be
‘undertaken immediately as a preliminary
step towards the establishment of a
health department as a branch of the
work of the provincial government. Joh'n
Hall, a man of wide experience in this
work, has been retained for the purpose
and now is in the city ready to make a
start. He will devote three or four
weeks to the work of the survey and
then will prepare a report dealing with
conditions as they now exist and as they
should be and outlining the methods by
which the change in conditions could be
effected. g

The pressing need for more systematie
efforts to safeguard the ‘health of the
province was emphasized by Hon. Dr.
W. F. Roberts in his pre-election cam-
paign and thé new government is com-
mitted to action along this line. It has
been the intention to establish a special
department for this purpose and the
survey now being undertaken will pre-
pare- the way for the formation of the
department.

In pursuance of this idea Hon. Dr.
Roberts visited New York about a
month ago and there conferred with Dr.
Herman Biggs, health commissioner for
the State of New York, and one of the
greatest authorities on public health,
who recently was selected to conduct a
tuberculosis investigation in France. Af-
ter discussing the matter with Dr. Biggs,
it was decided that the first step towards
the achievement of the provincial gov-
ernment’s plans should be a survey of
existing conditions and Dr. Biggs recom-
mended Mr. Hall for the work.

Mr. Hall is a graduate of the Massa-
chusetts Institute of Technology in san-
itary engineering and public health.
Since his graduation he has been en-
gaged with the sanitar yengineering div-
isions of the public health boards of
New Jersey, Massachusetts and Mary-
ll;md. For ';he last four years he has

een engaged. in municipal health work;
first_in . Long: &nneha’u&mﬁ " Bast
Orange, N. J. He is a_member of the
American Health Association, the New
Jersey Sanitary Association, the New
Jersey Health Officers’ Association and
of the ‘American Association for the
Study and Prevention of Infant Mortal-
ity. “His training and experience have
given him an excellent equipment for
the work he is carrying on here and the
fact that he comes recommended by Dr.
Biggs is itself a guarantee of his stand-
ing in his profession.

- After spending a few days in St. John
| studying local conditions and the work
of the local board of health, Mr. Hall
will leave for Fredericton to confer with
the secretary of the privincial board of
health. and other officials. From Fred-

ericton he will start on a tour of the
. province ,visiting all the larger centres
| and as many of the smaller places as he
finds possible.
{ Some of the matters to which Mr. Hall
¢ will pay special attention include the
i activities of the provincial and local
boards of health, the public control and
protection of food, milk, slaughter
houses, cleanliness of stores, the exist-
ence of communicable diseases and me-
thods of dealing with them, medical and
s_anitary conditions in the schools, pub-
lic water supplies and sewage disposal.
In addition to the matters which must
be dealt with by the authorities direct-
ly ,Mr. Hall believes there is a great field
for public health work through the pro-
cess of education, a work which can be
carried on very effectively through the
public schools as well as through other
chunnels.

Contingent
Home

THE MEN OF YPRES

Gallant Lads Whe Helped Keep
Back German Hordes From
Calais—Many Were Victims of
First Use of Deadly Gas

Halifax, N. S, Oct. 20—It was at the
second battle of Ypres that the Ger-
mans first used their deadly gas, and in
this engagement the Canadians, although
outnumbered ten to one, held the Huns
at bay and saved the road to Calais. On
this and succeeding days, the Canadians
suffered severe losses both in killed and
the number of men taken by the Ger-
mans. -Of those prisoners many of whom
were rendered helpless by the deadly
gas fumes upwards of fifty -are now in
Halifax awaiting their turn to be trans-
ported to various parts of the dominion.

The men ,who have spent more than a
year in German prison camps before
they were repatriated, are all members
of the first Canadian contingent, whoge
fame will go down in the annals of Can-
ada as putting up one of the best fights
against overwhelming odds in this great
war.

On being taken prisoner, they were
marched back through the German lines
to Westrossebede where they were loaded
on coal cars and driven seven miles to
Stadem. There they remaind all night,
sleeping in a Catholic cathedral and
from the appearance of the church it was
evident that the Germans had used it as
a stable. It was plainly seen where
horses had been tied to the communion
rail ,and that the animals had eaten
part of the wood.

Later on they were sent to various
camps and those who were able were
forced to work. After spending four-
teen months in prison camps, two veter-
ans at a time were selected for ex-
change. They were sent to Constance
with others ,and here put through a
rigid medical examination by Swiss and
German doctors. They later passed in-
