Events Move Swiftly Fol-
lowing Arrest of
'Pangalos

ATHENS, Aug. |28 — Theodoreus
Pangalos has been overthrown in' a
bloodless coup d’etat and General Con-
dylis has taken over the reins of gov-
ernment.

Moving as swiftly as did Pangalos,
when last year, he ousted Admiral
Copndouriotis from the provisional

"|fresidency .of Greece and set himself|

up at the head of the government, Gen-
eral Condylis had Pangalos
Sunday, morning on the Island of Ep-
eitsae, where he was on vacation, and
placed on board the torpedo boat de-
stroyer Pergames to be brought to
Athens. At the same time, all the min-
isters’ were taken into custody.

CONDEMNS “TYRANNY”

General .Condylis, once a corporal in
the Greek army, and later minister of
war, severé®y condemned the “Pangalos
tyranny” in a speech here last night,
and declared he would fight against all
dictatorship. He promised full restora-
tion of civic and political liberties.

General Condylis was warmly ac-

claimed by a large audience which de-
manded parliamentary elections. A

message from . Saloniki, states that
demonstrations were held, there, last
night in celebration of the overthrow
of the Pangalos dictatorship.

Peace Envoys From 23 Lands
Scorn Conscientious. Objectors

BOISSY LA RIVERIE, France,
Aug. 23—Although the International
Democratic Congress for peace, has
emphasized more than ever at this
year’s sittings, that it believes in peace,
it has no use for conscientious objec-
tors. This stand was taken at the
last meeting of the congress, yesterday,
when a resolution was adopted that
conscientious objectors in countries
with compulsory military service, be
forced to perform work “equally hard
and disagreeable” for the same period,
as those who serve in the army.

The delegates, numbering nearly 5,-

000 ended the congress in complete
amity, despite the fact that they rep-
resented 28 nations with different
ideals.

One point emphasized by the dele-
gates, was that poor youths should
have the same chance for higher
education, as the sons of the wealthy
classes in countries where, unlike Can-
ada, working one’s way through college
is unknown. .
