This was attri-
Buted to the undernourished ¢ondition
of the population and lack of facilities
to treat the malady. :

Near East, with headquarters in Tiflis,
visited the famine area recently for the
purpose of studying the cholera sitaa-
tion. She is an expert in the treatment
of cholera, and talked with many physi-
cians and nurses who are battling with
the disease in the famine area. The
testimony of these iaedical men and
women was that they were helpless be-
cause of the lack of beds for patients
and proper facilities for their treatment.

“The work of the doctors and nurses
has been highly dangerous and hope-
less,” Dr. Burkhardt said.
doctors and nurses who try to care for
cholera patients without decent hospi-
tals and every facility for protecting
themselves against the disease know
that they are really risking suicide. The
greatest guarantee against cholera is a
stomach filled with properly prepared
food. Proper feeding generates acid in
the stomach which kills the cholera
germs and makes the attendants im-
mune.

Drank Cholera Germs.

“Years ago I saw one of my professors
at the University of Moscow drink a
pure culture of cholera germs to prove
that persons who are in good health and
properly fed have acid in their stomachs
which comhat the disease. He suffered
no ill effects.

“The underfed medical men . and
in the famine area undertake
their task with the full knowledge that
thev risk death every time they touch a
patient. Their hospitals are not
screened. They have no saline solution,
and in most cases haven’t the means for
injecting it. They are without medi-
cines and frequently without disinfec-
tants,

“Consequently the refugees who get
cholera must fight the disease as best
they can.” ;

June was the worst cholera wmonth
along the Volga. During that month the
average number of new cases reported at
Samara alone was about 200 daily. In
July the number decreased, and in
August was reduced to thirty a day.
Soviet officials attributed the improve-

‘ment mainly to inoculation.

Screens are almost unknown in
Russia. Consequently the great swarms
of flies preyalent in midsummer doubt-
less did much to spread the disease.
With the coming of autumn these dis-
appeared.

Every Russian railway station pro-
vides an unlimited supply of hotiwater
for travelers, all of whom carry a tea
pot and drink little water except in the
form of tea. Most of the cities have
also provided barrels of boiled water
for drinking purposes and have numer-
ous hot water stations where boiling
water may be had without charge. Warn-
ings against drinking unboiled water
are posted very generally about public
céntres in the larger cities. But the
inability of Russians to read and their
general indifference to sanitary precau-
tions make it difficult to protect them
against- epidemics.

EGHPT EXPECTS
- BRTANTOEND

- PROTECTORATE

Would Instead Become an Al-
lied Power With Great Bri-
tain—Several Stipulation?

(Special Cable to the New York Times

l; and Montreal Gazette.)
J London, Oct. 25.—Fgypt, it is expect-

ed, will soon cease to be a British pro-
‘tectorate and will be come’ instead an
allied power. Should negutiations to this
end prove smooth, the present office

high commissioner in Egypt would cease ‘
to exist and the official now holding that

post would avtomatically become Brit-
ish minister to Egypt. Before its final
ratification, the propésal for this revo-
lutionary change in the status of Egypt
must be approved by the British cabinet.

The conferences which have been for
some time ’ proceeding between the
Egyptian Mission in London, headed by
Adly Pasha, and the foreign office, are
!drawing to a close. The main sugges-
jtion that the protectorate be abolished !
is said to have been agreed upon by both
sides, but a good deal of discussion con-

{ tinues in regard to terms.
I* This, it is believed, is largely due to
the fear on the part of the mission of
the propaganda carried on against them
in Egypt by Zagloul Pasha, leader of the
opposition. They hesitate to give way
on any point becausé of a' misapprehen-
sion of their act at home.

In spite of delays, however, it is ex-
"pected that the treaty will be signed be-
fore the year is out. In abolishing the
protectorate the British government is,
. of course, stipulating for a few vital
conditions. These include: (1) security
of British communications; (2) protec-
tion of foreigners in Egypt.

1 The British garrison would remain in
| Egypt, but should a treaty of alliance
appear likely to be permanent a very
much freer hand wopuld be given to the

Sultan’s govemmen{.’

The negotiations as to the status of
| Egypt date back to the Nationalist out-
breaks in support of their ¢laim for in-
dependence.

Toward the close of 1919, the Milner
Mission was sent to Fgypt. It remained
there uhtil the spring of 1920, but was
not very successful, as it was boycotted
by the leading Egyptians.

Later the mission resumed its in-
quiries in London, wheré it conferred
with members of an Egyptian Nation-
alist deputation. Issue of its report was
deferred in the hope that an agreement
would be reached, but this was found
impossible, and in February last the
mission issued a unanimous report. |

In March the British government sent |
a communication to the Sultan of Egypt .
in which it expressed the view that the ;
status of protectorate was not a satis- .
factory relationship between Egypt and
Britain. It expressed the desire to con-
fer with a delegation nominated by the
Sultan with a view to substituting for _
the protectorate a relationship which,
while securing the special interests of
Great Britain, should meet the legiti-
mate aspirations of the Egyptian pcople.

ROOSEVELT’S PORTRAIT TO BE
ON $25 TREASURY CERTIFICATE

‘Washington, Oct. 20—The portrait of
Theodore Roosevelt will appear for the
first time on a government security when
a new issue of tréasiry certificates is
placed on sale toward the end of the
year. Secretary Mellon made this an-
nouncement on the eve of Roosevelt’s
birthday.

The portrait, Mr. Mellon said, would
be on the $25 denomination of the new
issue, which is to be a part of a unified
government savings plan being worked
out by the Treasury and the postal sav-
ings system. It was regarded ‘as par-
ticularly appropriate, he added, that the
Roosevelt portrait should appear “on the
denomination which will be the most
available to the general public.”
