Some 3,000 Gathered

Government

London Hears of Fall of Anti-
Bolshevik Chief in Russia'
—“Regeneration of Rus-
sia” Group Ousts Him.

London, Jan. 38—General Denekine’s
government in southern Russia has been
overthrown, and General Romanovsky
has been chosen to replace General Dene-
kine as anti-Bolshevik chief, according
to a wireless despatch received here from
Moscow.

The report indicates that, owing to
defeats along the front, a coup de’etat

quarters and that his government has
been replaced by a group known as the
“Vozoozhdenye ¥toosie," a term meaning
the “regeneration of Russia.”

General Denekine’s fall, if the forego-
ing report is confirmed, is probably a
result of his recent defeats at the hands
of the Bolsheviki in southern Russia.
During the last autumn, Denekine’s
forces moved steadily northward, defeat-
ing the Soviet.troops in many battles
and apparently threatening Moscow.
