and consequently tjelonged to the Belgian 
nation. i ) > ,

The Belgian government won and the re­
sult is that not only have Mme. Durrieux 
and her children lost any hopes of ever 
deriving the slighter benefit from this 
$10,000,000, by means of which Leopold 
imagined -that he had assured their future, 
but, moreover, it diminishes the fortune 
of Leopold’s three daughters, Princess 
Louise, Princess Stephanie, and Princess 
Clementine, to a little more than $1,000,- 
000 each.

While this is a comfortable fortune fork 
ordinary people, it is comparatively lit­
tle for a woman such as Princess Clemen­
tine, who had been looked upon as ready 
to spend millions of dollars in endeavor­
ing to place her husband, Prince Victor 
Napoleon, on the throne of France as em­
peror; nor is it likely to furnish material 
benefit to a princess such as Louise, whose 
most urgent debts are superior to that 
amount.

When Caroline Delacroix married Dur­
rieux, she did so without taking the pre- 

tion of reserving to herself the com­
plete mastery of whatever property she 
had in her possession. Consequently - er 
husband became, according to French law, 
the owner thereof, and whatever she re­
ceived from Leopold, is now her husband’s. 
If Hie neglected to take this precaution, 
which is almost invariably insisted upon 
by American women when they marry 
foreigners, it was because she /would hav> 
been compelled by law to enumerate her 
possessions, and this'would, of course, haw 
facilitated the proceedings of the Belgian 
government and of Leopold’s three daugh­
ters, against her.
