Magazine Under New Management and
Name Issued at Vancouver—
Victorians Interested.

In order that British Columbia as &
whole might have an organ of expres-
sion some Vancouver people conceived
the idea of purchasing the magazine
Westward Ho and editing it from Van-
couver’'s view point. Its name was
changed to “Man to Man’” and, in ad-
dition to the usual magazine fiction and
illustrated articles, the journal carries
articles which are written with a view
of ‘keeping British Columbia well to
the front.

Victoria is not by any means over-
looked, for there is an interesting ar-
ticle by E. McGaffey, secretary of the
Development Association, on “The
Evolution of the Coast Citles,” which

pects. “The story of the Gillemot,” by
Bonpycsatle Dale, deals with the nat-
ural history phase of the province;
there is an article on Mountain Climb-
JAng in the neighborhood of Vancouver,
and several articles dealing with the
upbuilding of Vancouver. While the
object of the magazine is undoubtedly
to advertise Vancouver it is of great
interest and should be taken by every
person interested in the development
of the province. Elliott S. Rowe, for-
merly of this city is president of the
Westward Ho Publishing Company,
which puts out the magazine.
