The annual meeting of the friends of
the Protestant Orphans’ Home was
held at the city hall on Friday. Chas.
Hayward presided,

The president’s report was presented
and received. This report, which was
the 33rd ‘annual statement, congratu-
lated the society upon the continued
Prosperity of the institution.

“ft 1s difficult to tairly estimate
what has been achieved,” says the re-
port. ‘It should be comsidered in two
aspects, 'and not only take into ac-
count the number of children main-
tained, educated and by early example
and association forming in them habits
of life and character that will enable
them to become useful citizens and an
influence for good, but also to ponder
upon what the result would have heen
if these little ones had remained neg-
lected and uncared for, growing up ex-
posed to teachings and examples dan-
gerous both to their moral and physi-
cal well-being and almost certain to
become in other ways a burden to the
community, hesides being
agents in disseminating evil.

“It has been well said ‘that a pure
home, clothing and education are the
rightful inheritance of childhood, and
it is a sacred obligation upon society
to see that these rights are protected.’

“We are greatly encouraged by the
firm conviction that our home has been
successful in discharging its share of
this obligation and in seeing that as
far as possible these rights are safe-
guarded and protected.”

The work of the ladies’ committee is
praised in high terms. Special praise
was bestowed upon Mrs. W. Wilson for
her efforts in collecting for the funds
of the institution.

The treasurer, E. Crow Baker, and
the auditor, A. B. Fraser, sr., are given
credit for their work.

Mrs. McTavish, for the ladies’ come
mittee, also reported on the work of
the year, and gave great credit to the
matron, Mrs. Kay. The wooden wash-
tubs have been replaced by more sani-
tary earthware ones. The floor of the
hall has also been covered with lin-
oleum.

The report says: “A more than gen-
erous response was received in an-
swer to the circular letter sent to
friends in the outlying districts for
fruit and vegetables, principally pota-
toes, the latter, as we all know, with
good bread and butter, holding an im-
portant position on the menu of such
institutions. Here it may be of some
interest to know that it requires on an
average a sack of flour a day for
bread, ten pounds of porridge consti-
tute part of the morning meal, and a
sack of potatoes being sufficient for
three days’ consumption.

“The deep thanks of this institution
were given to the kind donors, and we
again repeat our gratitude. The cow
purchased from Mr. Bishop has proved
to be a veritable dairy, not only sup-
rlying all the milk, but almost afford-
ing sufficient butter to be made for the
use of the home. Whilst this institu-
tion has fortunately a large stock of
poultry, which keeps the home well
supplied with eggs, it may be stated
that the matron was enabled to pre-
serve 70 dozen eggs for winter use.

“The annual pound party was, we
think, a greater success than ever, not
so much in the number of those pres-
ent, but in the auantity of pounds do-
nated, thus replenishing the pantries
and thereby relieving the treasury,
and in this way contributing in no
small degree to the support and main-
tenance of the orphanage.

“Although during the past year there
has been a great deal of sickness in

the home, we are thankful to say that |

under the carsful medical attention of
Dr. Carter, always gratuitously and
cheerfully given, and the good nursing
received, all passed safely through the
trying ordeal.

“The 9th day of August last will long
be remembered by the children as a
red-letter day in their lives, when their
kind hostess, Mrs. Newton, of Oak
Bay, provided special cars to convey
them to and from that favorite resort,
there to enjoy to their hearts’ content
a long, happy day on the beach.

“It was with reluctance and regret
that the resignation of Mrs. McCulloch
as president of this committee, which
she had served faithfully and satis-
factorily for several years, was accept-
ed. By request Mrs. G. A. McTavish
kindly relieved her of her duties - for
the remainder of the year, she, how-
ever, still continuing to be one of the
committee.

“Mrs. Hutcheson and Mrs. W. W.
Wilson, two valuable members of this
committee, have been greatly missed
at the past meetings, both having been

compelled to take a forced rest through |
serious illness, but we trust and hope |

they will be able to occupy their cus-
tomary places in the new year.

“It is with feelings of sorrow and re-
spect that we mention the death of
Mrs. Cridge, who for many years was
president of this institution, and who

Surely
it must be rrossible, 'by regulations, to
prevent. such, unnecessary and almost
criminal wastte, and, while such condi-
tions are allowed to exist, it will be
practically innpossible, unless a special
patrol is provided for each boat, to
keep the river and foreshore and Gulf
in a sanitaryr, or even fairly healthy
condition.
