One of the keenest municipal elections .
in the history of the city of Victoria ter-
minated last night, when Mayor Red-
fern was returned for the third consecu-
tive term to the position of chief magis-
trate. The campaign itself was a very
short one, beginning in earnest only a
week before the election, but during that
interval the canvass was of a most vig-
orous character. Mr. Morris, the mayor’s
opponent, undertook a herculean task
when he pitted himself against the oc-
cupant of the mayor’s cha:r for the last
two years, and, although defeated, he
fought his battle with the greatest pluck
and energy, and accepted his defeat, as
only good fighters do, gamely and with
the utmeost good nature.” The utter ab-
sence of  virulence or abuse throughout
the contest was a subject of universal
remark . and approval, - and upon: all
hands it was accepted as a happy augury
for the future that a campaign in which
many mer felt so strongly could be con-
ducted with such an absence of bitter-
ness,

Sharply at 4 o’clock Mr, Northeott de-
clared .the poll closed, and the task of
counting the vote was at once proceeded
with. - The arrangements in this respect
were well nigh perfect, for with the ex-
perience which he has acquired in many
previous elections, the city assessor has
every detail reduced to.a system. From
the beginning the mayor led in the count,
and the work had not proceeded far be-
fore it becaime evident that it was only
a question of majority. When the last
ballot had been counted it beeame evi-
dent that the mayor ‘had been returned
by a very large majority.

A brief glance at the figures will be
of interest. What will at once strike
the observer is the phenomenal vote
polled, namely, 2,139. Early in the day
the returning officer said that he ex-
pected the vote to be unprecedentedly
Iarge, but even he did not expect that it
wonld reach the 2,000 mark. The total
number: of electors eligible tg vote for
mayor, was 3,777—a distinet advance
over last year, when. there were 3,433 on
the list.

Humphrey
again ‘takes his seat for this ward and
has asseciated with him Chas.

He says some. very rich ground |
bhas been found and many claims staked |
and cecorded at Juneau, the nearest
office in which a record could be filed.
‘While not going into details and also not
waat:ng to cause any undue excitement
Mr. Bloom is confident that the country
prospected is a very rich one; even as
rich as the Klondike. He has had over
a y21ar’s experience in Alaska and knows
the country well. He was in the Por-
cupine mining country over six weeks,
during which time he located three dif-
ferent claims. So far three creeks have
been located and all' prespect extreme-
ly ricn. The names given them atre
Porcupine, Glacier and McKinley creeks.
Glacier creek is considered the richest
of ‘the three. As high as one dollar and
twenty cents has been obtained to the
pan. No siuicing has yet been done,
but preparations are going forward for
vigorous - work as-soon as the - spring
weather puts the ground in condition for
effective operations. 3

In going to the new. diggings the route
is to Pyramid Harbor, thence to Haines
Mission, cross the divide and take the
left fork of the Alsek and thence up the
Krotahim, the distance being in all about
sixty-five miles.

Indians Are Ugly.

A. J. Plantag, another arrival at
Skagway from Porcupine, gives, together
with  an account of the favorable
chances for the development of a rich
placer mining goid camp, tales of ‘trouble
had with the Indians in that region.
According to his view of the case the
siwashes there are very insolent and
whenever' they catch a prospector: alone
and off his guard they make him: “divy”
on grub and other supplies, and if he
objects they " take what -~ they K want
through force of numbers, He irelates
the circumstance of two men who had
proceeded up the Alsek river on a pros-
pecting tour having been robbed by a
band of about twenty young bucks.

T'he prospectors camped one might on
the river bank some thirty miles above
Haineas Mission. No sign of Indians was
apparent, but suddenly from the sur-
rounding brush there appeared a gang of
siwashes, who immediately proceeded to
overhaul their effects and demanded to
be givea some of them. "To pacify the
horde a great amount of their supplies
was yieldad up. The Indians then went
away, The balance of the prospectors’
supplies was taken far up a gulch and
hidden, because they expected the raid
would b= repeated. After two days’ stop
in their camp they went up the gulch to
get their hidden supplies, intending to
proceed up the river. But Mr, Indian
had gotten in ahead 2nd swiped the
whole cheese. Nothing ' was left but to
turn about and make for a base of sup-
plies. Their expensive prospecting trip
was at an end. It is said that the mys-
terious disappearance of many prospec-
tors going into that country ‘is laid at
the door of these Indians. It is surmised
that they have been done up and mur-
dered in the wilds of that land. .The
tribe dwelling in that section is the
most insolent of all the Indians of the
far north and claim to have a grievance
against the white man because some
vears ago Jack  Dalton taught them a
lesson in honesty. He is said to have
shot some who were stealing from a
cache. Since then they let his stuff alone.
However, they have taken several shots
at him and declare that they will make
him bite the dust. In the meanfime,
“Indian fashion,” they seek vengeance
on any unprotected prospector who ven-
tures into that section.

A Startling Rumor.

R. W. McCoy. who left Dawson on
December 15th. brought news to Skag-
way that when. he left Dawson the
rumor was abroad that Myrtle Brocee
had - been murdered instead of having
committed suicide as reported. There
were several circamstances cdnnected
with her death that caused suspicion,
and the police were ,watching several
parties.
