St. Petersburg, May 4.—The testi-

-ving General Stoessel for ‘the surren-
der of Port Arthur, and which is meet-
inz hehind closed doors, has so far been
of a most sensational character, and has
reflected on the integrity of the man' who
has already been decorated by Emperor
William of Germany for brovery. Al
the subordinate officers who served at
Port Arthur who have given evidence
<o far unite in deciaring that the strong-
hold could have held out for many
weeks, and also aliege that the gendral
devoted himself miore to the “sale of'
foodstuffs” tham to encouraging his men
in fighting the enemy.

One officer testified that he paid Gen-
eral Stoessel $18 for a turkey which he
wanted to eat. Amother testified that
Mrs. Stoessel; the general’s wife, owned
forty cows, which were well fed: despite
the fact that soldiers swere on = short
rations.
