C, I. U. column has not appeared with its
usual regularity all through the year, and
it ia but just to atate the fault wae not
with the superintendent of thav depart-
ment. The branch of weork to which we
more particularly bend our onergies is the
carrying on of a free reading room.
This room has been kepv open regularly
svery evening throughout the year and
for about feur months durisg the afternoon
as well, but finding the attendance too slim
to justify the extra expenditure, it was re-
solved to keep it open duriog the evening
only.

Two or
throe mag2zines are donated also, one daily
and two weekly papers. As there is no
regular income—though we did indulge a
hope that the R, room would be placed upen
a firmer basic—Iit. i3 absolutely necessary
every now and again to put forth some
special effort to raise the needed funds.
Collection from public meeting in May, sale
of ice cresm during the summer, proceeds
“‘tea” held in November, together with
some donations from a few friends of
the enterprise, have enabled the seciety
to pay all bills up to the present, but we
are now greatly in need of funds to
meet running expenses, The interest taken
in the work by the general public seems to
be rather on the increase, and while it can-
not be eseen that much has been accom-
plished, we record the year’s work as fairly
satisfactory.

" Your secretary regrets that the way has
nob seomed to be open for more direct tem-
perance work, and that no direct effort has
been-made to supprees the traffic in, or
indulgence in intoxicating drink, nor has
there been any.special effort put ferth to
influence the boys against the use of that
pernicious weed—tobacco. It has been said
there is no surer way to create and foster a
desire for strong drink than through in-
dulgence in that weed which for cen-
turies has laid its fighting hand upoa the
youths of our land. A prominent physi-
cian in New York said ‘‘he could trace
directly three-quarters of all the nerv-
ous disorders in children to the use of to-
bacco by the parents.,”  Of all Satan’s arts
to lead the young astray, none has proved
more effectual than what appears to some to
be but a harmless indulgence in the use of
tebacco.—L. B. Ingalls forcefully says,**The
tobacce habit is the broadest and ‘by all
means the shortest and most direct route to
that river of death— Alcohol.” It is told on
undisputed authority that two-thirds of the
young men who begin to smoke befere they
are fifteen (15) become drunkards, and if
we would pretect our dear enes from fall-
ing victims to the drink curse,we must train
them to ehun the use of tobacco as they would
a pestilence,

It should be the duty of all women every
where to endeavor te banish intemperance,
the greatest and mightiest foe of the home;
the heart, and the church, for neme have
suffered more than she in her tenderest
affection and most sacred feelings. Plead-
ing seems to be of no avail when we ask to
be enfranchised, the men with hands clasped
with the liquor traffic bid us stay at home
and not bring such treublesome questions,
but the time will undoubtedly come, and
perhaps soon when we will have something
to say about the laws by which we are
governed. :

HIGHLAND VALOUR. |

A §timng Incident of the Revolution-
‘ ary War

In Which the Ancestors of Many New
Brunswickers Figured Gallantly.

It is seldom that the endurance and val-
our of the Highland race showed to better
advantag: than when, in the year 1779, 650
Highlaod soldiers aided by the companies
of three of the Kings sloops of war, amount-
ing to about 300 additional men, kept at
bay at Bagaduce at the mouth of the Penob-
scot river for three wecka a formidable sea
and land force which was sent against them
by the Amsrican government then in rebel-
lion against Great Britain. Thisforce con-
sisted of 17 frigate and army vessels, 9 of
which were from 32 te 20 guns, and 22
transports carrying 3,000 troops.

he rebels made good their landing in two
or three days with a loss of 210 men killed,
and they took ground before the fert,direct-
ing some battertes againab i, whioh
conticued to sorve for more than a fortuign: |
without any greab success, Upon  the up-
pearance of a reinforcement from New York
in Penobacot bay under Sir Gsorge Collier,
ships aud transports attempted to save
themeelves by & confused and ignominious
flight up that river. They were pur-
sued by the King’s frigates, which
chased after them in the narrowest parts
of the Penchecot, and between the flames
of the vessels, on each side which the rebels
had run on shore and burned twe of the
frigater were taken and all of their ¥aval
force deswoyed by fire. Gensral Francis
McLean, who commanded at the mouth of
the Penobscon at the time, writes to the
governor of Canada under date 17vh Sep-
tember, 1779, an account of this siege, from
which the following is an extract: *‘I sailed
from Halifax en the 3:d of June with a de-
tachment of troops (for certain reasens I do
not mention the number), arrived here the
13:h,landed the 15th without any opposition;
we were employed until the 30:h July
erecting magazines, store-houses and lodging
our provisions, etc.; then begana equare
fort of 200 feet of curtain and a six gun bat-
tery for the defence of the harbor. The 25bh
the enemy’s fleet appeared, consisting of 17
army ships and 22 transports. Their army
vessels stood in the entrance of Migibiga-
duce river and began a very smart fire upon
those of the king’s sloops of war command-
ed by Capts. Mowatt, Silby and Farnham,
but were se warmly received by our ships
and land battery that in less than an hour
they were obliged te retire. Next day they
made a second attempt, but with no
better success,

“Through the nights of the 26th and 27th
the enemy made several attempts te land
their troops, but were fast and often repulsed
by our advance posts.

‘““However,on the morning of the28sh they
made their landing geod, got possession of
a woed about 600 yards from our fort, and
began immediately to erect their batteries.
The 30th they opened one of two 18 pound-
ers and one 12, with two Cochorns of about
5% inches diameter; on the 31st another of
; “he same number of gums. In shert, sir,
uly kept np & heavy fire nntil the morniog
of the 14th August, when, to r#y great sur-
prise, on goisg cutb te recenmoi: -+, I foned
they had daring the night re-embarked their
troope, artillery, etc., which they could®
easily do unperceived, as all of their works
were in a very thick woed. Having no in-
. telligence of a reinforcemen$ coming to our
assistance, I was at a loss to account for the
enemy’s sudden flight; but my doubts were
soon removed by the appearance of the
English flset commanded by Sir George Col-
lier.

*‘The enemy’s flaet retreated up the Pen-
obscot river; ourzelves followed. Two of
the enemy’s shipz were taken, and they
themselves set fire to all the rest, so that
net a single boat escaped. Their sailors and
soldiers as soon as they landed marched for
Boston, but must euffer greatly before they
reach that place, as they were more
provident in the article of rum than that of
provisione.

Their numbers were computed at 1,500
seamen, 420 marines, two companies of
artillery and about 3,000 militia.”

Many of these Highland soldiers became
settlers in this province, and among their
descendants are now to be found many of
our hardiest citizsns.

The writer, many years since, saw one of
these veterans when 90 years of age carry-
ing a slab from the sea shore on his back to
his house and cut it up for fuel. English
was even then a foreign tongue to him, for
he spoke it with difficulty and with a strong
Gaelic accent.

One of General McLean’s descendants, and
the reputed head of the clan McLean, was in
St. John last year and came to ‘Fredericton
in order to meet seme connections of his
ancestor who reside here and on the Nash-
waak, EpwARD JACK,

CARLETON COUNTY SHERIFF.

Mr. Irvine is Dlspla_oa and William Bal-
loch Appointed to the Office.

The Globe’s Woodstock correspondent in
lash evening’s paper said: *‘This is the day
for the appointment of a sheriff, and iv is
the general opinion here that Mr. Irvine has
not been re-appointed. It will be remem-
bered by those who are ut all able to ‘keep
,posted on Carleton csunty pelitics that when
the late Sheriff Dibblee died it was general-
ly believed that the office would
go to Wm., Balloch of Centreville.
In fact, it was an open secret
that he had long been promised the
berth on the decease of Mr, Dibble. But
the best laid schemes of mice and men often
fail, and the friends of Mr. Balloch were
more angered than astonished when it was
found that Mr. Irvine had been effered and
accepted the position. H. A. Connell and
J. . A. Dibblee, the representatives in the
local house, differed as to the respective
qualifications of Mr, Irvine and Mr.
Balloch for the office, and Mr. Connell,
who favored Mr, Irvinre, found his
candidate the successful runner, After
the wusual indigonation outburst, the
Balloch party accepted the situation. Mr.
Connell later on resigned, and with the con-
firmation of his resignation grew the opinion
that Mr. Irvine would not be reappointed.
There is little doubt that Mr. Ballech is
now sheriff. Asan American editor once
said, ‘‘we take our pelitics very hard in
thie country,” and the amount of petty
spite among contrary-minded wire pullers
would be almost incredible were it not as
apparent a8 the mud on our streets.”

Last evening THE SUN waa informed that

Mr., Balloch was appointed sheriff, and
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that his name would appear in
this week’s Gerzitte. THE SuN last
evening called on Atverney General Blair to
ascertain if the report wuas correct, Mr.
Blair eaid that when the sheriffs were re-
appointed there would be a change in Carle-
ton county, but declined to g, into any
wore particulars.

Sheriff Irvine was in the city yesterday in
eonnection with an important iaw eult in
which he and other Carleton county gentle-
men are interested, He courvesusly declined
to give the rdaders of I'HE SUN the benefit
of his opinions on the shrievalty question.

THE MINERS' STRIKE.

Soms Illinois Men §et‘use to Join the
Movement and Trouble Is Feared.

SPRINGFIELD, Ill., April 26.—Twe hun-
dred delegates, representing twenty thou-
sand Illinois coal miners, attended the gen-
eral miners’ conference here today, compri-
sing the organizd and unorganiz:d miners of
a large part of this state, A canvass of
“ne delegates showed thabt the miners in
foacdo are oub aAlmost to » inan and piedges
bavy Leen seab to the conferencs from every
mining district in the state tha' they will
all remain out until a general armistvice is
proclaimed throughout the United States.

SprING VALLEY, Ills,, April 26.—The
Tolman miners refuse to quit werk, and
trouble ts anticipated. A committee went
from Laselle to persuade them to join the
strikers, but it returned with a repors that
the men in the mines there absolutely re-
fused to lay dewn their tools or to help
the . strikers in  any. A meeting of
the strikers was immediately held
at which the report was presented and it
was determined that from 2,000 to 3,000
men  from Lasalle, Pern, Oglesby,
Spring Valley, Seaton, Ladd and Lacevill
shonld organizs = and march in a
body to Tolman and compel the
men ab work to desist. The mine own-
ers have provided themselves with arms and
ammunition in abundance. Feeling is run-
ning vory high here against the men who
refused to quit work.

son, thersfore, to fear incapacity on the
part of Captain Patterson.

Y¥ON THE NOVA SCOTIA COAST.

The steamer Bamboro is ashore on what
are known as the Half Moons, very danger-
ous ledges, near Barrington. Capt. Lynas
of the steamer Damara reports that he
passed right close to her on Wednesday
afternoon, The Bamboro is breken in two,
her stern being under water and her bew
ulmost ¢o. She has a heavy list to seaward
and will undoubtedly be a total loss. Capt.
Lynas says there were a lot of echooners
near her when he passed, but they did not
geem to be doing anything in the direction
of saving her cargo. The tug John L. Cann
was ab the scene of the wreck, too, but she
did net succeed in eaving anything. All, in
fact, that appears to have been rezcued was
what the steamer La Tour landed at Yar-
mouth the other day.

THE ICE ABOUT HALIFAX HARBOR.

S.S Damara, Captain Lyras, arrived on
the 26 .h ult, from London via Halifax.
Captain Lynas reperts that he found it a
very difficult matter to get into Halifax.
She struck the ice off Liscomb, N. S., on the
19th, It was very thick and some pieces
looked like ice bergs, extending, as they did,
20 feet above the water’sedge. It was all the
steamer could do to get through it under
full head of steam. She had to stop several
times, but at last the entrance was madao.
It teok the vessel fourteen hours
to make the seventy miles. When
he got through the ice it was about
six miles off Halitax harbor. Later on it
swept direotly acress the entrance, render-
ing the port inaccessible, When the Damara
left Halifax on Wednesday morning there
was a lot of ice in sight.

DR. PERCY CROOKSHANK IN THE CITY.

Nine years serves to work a radical
change in the majority of persons, and
especially is this true if they are absent from
home and among strangers, yet the friends
of Dr. Percy Crookshank who knew him
nine years ago, before he left St. John,
could not fail to recognize him now. Dr.
Crookshank reached thie city on Wednesday
lagt. His home is now in Rapid City,
Manitoba, and it is there he has been prac-
tising his professien for a number of years.

Rapid City is situated about twenty-two
miles north of Brandon, and is connected by
a railcoad. The first survey for the C. P.
R. ran through the city or town,fer it never
assumsed the proportions of a city. The
iand within convenient proximity was all
bought up, and for a time there was a boom,
but when the railway was built seme
twenty-seven miles south of the city the
bottem rapidly dropped eut of the boom,
and at the same time a very considerable
amount of money dropped out of the pockets
of a few speculators.

The town is in the centre of a rich agri.
cultural district and, notwithstanding the
great drawback, is a busy little place. The
land is adapted for mixed farming, and the
farmers are now geing in fer mixed hus-
bandry and do not, as Mr. Crookshank ex-
pressed it, place all their eggs in one basket.
They keep a large number of cows and
swine. A creamery will be operated near
the town this summer. The product of one
thousand cows has been secured within a
comparatively small section and the success
of the scheme is already assured. These
who live some distance from the town will
not be compelled te haul their milk to
the creamery, as is the case in this country.
Separaters will operate near to them, and
all they will be; required to de will be to

“thelr milk back home. The cream will be

taken to headquarters.

Many of the farmers do not sell their
grain at all, They keep a large number of
cattle and feed it te them. They contend
that it pays better to make beef than to sell
the grain at the preeent prices,

Mr, Crookshank is himself considerable of
a huntsman, and to hear him givea de-
scription of the different varieties of game,
both large and emall, to be ebtained near
Rapid City, would do a St. John man good;
but, it is safe to say it would do him mere
good could he enjoy a few days in that
locality with his rifle,

“Our winter was not a very severe one,”
Mr. Crookshank remarked in answer to the
reporter’s question. *There was consider-
able snow while ib lasted, however, and
there were a number of heavy storms; but,
altogether, no one suffered severely. The
farmers were at work in the fields when I.
left, which was a little over a week ago,
and they had been for seme time. The
weather there was fine and warm.”

Mr. Orockshank likes that country. He
has been successful there, and intends re-
tarning.

TOMBSTONES SMASHED IN THE OLD GRAY 2~
YARD,

To » siranger or to an observing person
who may chance to walk through the old
burying ground, the thought muat gradual-
ly force iteelf npon him that at least a
pumber of city officiale do net pay that
amcunt of reverence or even respech to the
ashes of the foundere of this fair city that
seems fisting, and the more thorough his in-
vestigations the more evidence he would
discover that he was correct in his surmises.
The bones of many of those patriarchs
who knew Sbt. John seventy-five or one hun-
dred years ago, before it became the pride
of 50,000 perzons, before it had an elevator
and even before it had a street railway, rest
in that hallowed spet. Stene cr grhnite
slabs were erected by friends and relavives
to the memory of those who had departed.
How fortunate it is those friends
are net hers to witness the dese-
cration which has been carried on. Many of
these stenes have bzen broken off and now
lie with face to the earth. Other satones
have been broken off a foot above greund.
The severed block in some cases, lies near,
and in other cases is missing altogether. A
number of the large granite stones have
been smashed and innocent children have
used the smaller pieces for building blecks.
On one of the stones which lies near the
monument the reporter could decipher the
following: *This stone was erected by
John Taylor and marks the spot where he
placed the aghes of his mother, Ann Tayler.”
The stene ne doubt bore the day of her
death, etc., but the lettera could net be
made out. On another stone was the follow-
ing: “To the memory of Jas. Hartt, a
native of Scotland, who departed this life
1813.” On another broken shaft can be
seen the following: “In memery of Mr.
Thomas Clark, who wasa member of the
staff of surgeons to his majesty’s forces, whe
departed this life Nov. 28th, 1815,
This stone was erected by his wife, Frances
Clark.” Oan still allother shattered piece of
granite the reporter was able to decipher
the fellewing: *‘‘Beneath this stone lies the
body of Walter Chaloner,E:q.,formerly high
sheriff in the colory of Rhcde Isiand, and
afterward one of his majesty’s justices of
the -peace in the county of Kings, New
Brunswick. He departed this lifc Novem-
ber, 1796’ The names of hia wife and of
seme other members of the family are en
the stone,

There are a large number of others, but
space dees not permit giving them. How
the stenes were broken and by whose hand
is not known to THE SUN, but the fact of
its being domne is a shame and a disgrace,
and in the name of the city of St. Jehn,
whose foundations were laid by many of
those gilent eleepers; in the name of the
civilization we now enjoy, and in the name
of what is right and just, this desecration
should cease, and THE Sux hopes that thoee
whose duty it is will see that it does not
continue. .

EMIGRATION TO CANADA.

A Big Decline and Some of the Reasons
Advaneed 1 London.

MonTREAL, April 26.—The Star cable
says: London April 26.—The emigration
to Canada throughout Great Britain, which
declined 64 per cent during March, as com-
pared with the correoponding period last
year, continues to decreass though the St
Lawrence route is now open. So far this
month the departures from Liverpeol have
only been one quarter the number as com-
pared with April last year. The emigration
experts here say that the bottom has been
cémpletely knocked out of Canadian immi-
gration. This they ocleim, is partially due
to increased and excessive steamship rates,
and also to the revival of British rural life
owing te extensions of local government, the
bad reports of things generally which are
received from Canada and the low prices ef
wheat, Bub besides these reasons, experts
say there must be some other unexplained
reasons for such remarkable decrease, They
all agree that it is a mest foolish thing for
Canada to do to diminish her exertions in
the direction of securing good emigrants,
Emigration gees to steady and persistent
workers.
