TURKS AND KURDS

Pouring Into Coustantinople to
Dispose of Flunder.

The News From the Interior Inereases
in Horror Every Mail.

TheCable Received at the Turkish Legation,
Washington, From the Sublime Parte.

London, Dec. 12.—The Daily News
will tomorrow publish a despatch from
Constantinople, which says:

For days past the Turks and Kurds
_have been pouring into the city from
the devistated regions of Asia Minor.
Their primary object is the disposal
of the loot which they have obtained
during the massacres. They are also
Lopeful of a richer harvest in the
event of the Sultan permitting a ris-
ing at Stamboul. Their stories, coupled
with the display of plunder, have in-.
flamed the lowest classes of Moslems
with an aching desire to attack the
bazaars. They are peady to seize up-
on the slightest provocation for an
attack. It is unwholesomely signifi-
cant of the conduct of this state of
affairs that the government is seizing
a deporting numbers of Armenians of
the poorest class.

The news from the interior increases
in horror with every mail. In places
within a small distance massacres
and pillage are still of daily occur-
rence, and everywhere the destitute
Armeniang are floating into the large
fowns, where there is mo means of
feeding.

No mews has been received from
Zeitoun and none is expected until
all the Zeitounités have been killed.
The district swarms with Bazouks,and
every road and bridle path is guarded
with troops.

WITCHES BROOMS.
Edward Jack, C. E., writes from
Fredericton, as follows, to the North-
eastern Lumberman: ;
“The writer can well remember when
wandering as a child in pursuit of
crows’ nests among the groves of fir
,wh’lc’b grew near Saint Andrews on
‘the bay of Passamaquoddy, héw often
he was deceived by what at a distance
appeared to be a bundle of sticks, such
'as the carrion crow makes use of as
& foundation for her mest, but which
on nearer inspection proved to be an
abnormal growth of dwarf twig, like
branches which shot out from the end
of some limb, forming an almost blo-
bular mass of shoote, which so much
resembleéd the network of the coveted
nest. Owing to its resemblance to the
brush of the coarse brooms which are
used in stables, this abnormal growth
is commonly called by Germans the
witches’ broom, an article which the
hags were supposed to use after night
as @ means of conveyance through the
the air.

“For a long time is was a mystery:
to me in what manner this m&:
growth of wood could be-formed, Time
has unfolded this, and we know now
the growth of an aecidium in the rind,;
that the witches’ broom is caused- by
a young wood of the fir, by which
growth for unknown reasons the capa-
city of that part of the tree for rami-
fication is greatly increased.

SLAUGHTER OF FOI'EIGN CATTLE

London, Dec. 11.—A large deputa-
tion composed of members of the lead-
ing English and Scotch agricultural
societies, waited upon the Right Homn.
Walter Long, president of the board of
agriculture, to day appealed to him
to cause all imported cattle, sheep and
swine, to be slaughtered at their port
of departure. Mr. Long said, without
pledging himself to measures which'
the government might introduce in
parliament, that he recognized the
importance of the subject and failed
to see how hardship to any onec ould
result from the adoption of the pro-
posal made by the deputation.
