HUNDREDS HAVE
‘NARROW ESCAPE

Coal Act of Toronto Police-
man Saved Many.

-9

Runaway Truck Dashed Towards Yonge
Street at Terrific Rate of Speed
—Several Slightly Injured.

-

TORONTO, July 3.—Going at a rate
of speed estimated at from 45 to 90
miles an hour, a loaded truck weigh-
ing many tons and loosed from -all
control, dashed across the C. P. R.
tracks at the north end of Yonge
strcet this morning, scattering its
load of bricks in all directions, twist-
ing a heavy rail like a twig, and final-
ly landing a total wreck a short dist-
ance away. No ~life was lost, but
some two hundréd people, bound city-
ward had a narrow escape of their
lives. The truck was on the tracks of
the Metropolitan Railway at the top
of the hill which extends for about
half a mile from the steam railway
crossing to Deer Park. = It became
loosed while making a way for a pass-
ing passenger car. The hill is steep,
and the truck gained impetus with
the half mile of its journey. It was
about 8.25 in the morning and ' Police
Constable Harold Wade was in Yonge
street, north of the railway tracks.
Glancing up the hill he saw the truck
coming. It -had hardly started, but
had already attained velocity. As it
was only a little over a quarter of &
mile away, he had but a moment in
which to act. In that moment he saw
a good many things. The vicinity was
literally black with people, for pas-
sengers were crossing over from the
Metropolitan to the city railway. The
Yonge street~ car was standing Just
across the railway tracks and there
were hundreds of people on the street
there. Nearer to the policeman were
perhaps  another hundred, as well as
rigs, hay wagons and other obstrue-
tions. It seemed impossible that all
should escape.

“T was afraid,” said Wade after-
wards, “that if I ran at the crowd in
the ordinary way they would think I
wag trying to arrest somebody and
would merely stand where they were.
So I snatched off my helmet and ran
at them, waving it and shouting. They

'moved out of the road like a battalion.

It was the cleanest and most or-
derly thing I ever saw.”

There is one incident which Wade
does not tell about.” An old woman,
whose name he does ‘hot know, was
standing in a dangerous spot, and
semed #azed by theisudden rush of
people. Wade saw her, picked her up
and in a second she was in safety. Al-
though a young man:Wade is a strong

one, anyl, this morning -shawed ‘that hel:

possessed a cool head. It was not go-
ing too fast to take the switch oppo-
site the station building, being thus
sent westward on the curve. Had the
switch been set otherwise the car would
have gone directly down Yonge street,
would have crossed the steam railway
tracks on the road, where they would
have offered little opposition. and would
then have wrought havoc with a Yonge
street car. Fifty people might have
been killed had the switch been other-
wise€. :

The people across the tracks boarding
the city cars had not as good a thance
to see what was happening, and many
of them would undoubtedly have been
caught. The evolutions of the truck
may best be described as ‘“bumping the
bumps.” It turned a somersault and
landed almost across the tracks a mis-
erable wreck. Bricks ﬂew_everywhere,
some were smashed and some were
literally ground up. The C. P. R. tracks
looked as though they had been the
scene of a bloody conflict in which
gladiators with brick red blood -had
striven for mastery. The truck itself
was smashed to pieces so far as the
wooden portion was concerned. 'The
wheels had chewed bits out of the rest
of it when the juggernaut landed all in

‘" a heap. It was a long time before the

wreck could be cleared away. Natural-
ly the people who escaped death owing
to the police constable’s clearheaded-
ness expressed their gratitude in no
uncertain terms. Two were slightly in-
jured by flying bricks.
