a grass forest as we fonnd in the Savannah, chiefly
in the vicinity of great rivers., On my journey from
Sennaar to this place lon“/ﬁ‘m mysell, when ont
shooting in this grass, _Only one black man ac-
companied me. We saw nothing but the dry stems
amidet which we conld scarcely stir, and a very
amall portion of sky over our heads. It was to-
wards noon ; the heat was dreadful : burmng thirst
tormented us ; and 1 had no compass fo guide me.
1 attempted to eat away with a great hunting knife,
but in vaing fatigue obliged me to renotince the
fruitless attempt: It cost us two painful honrs to
traverse a di-tance which might otherwise have
been passed in ten minu nd we got forward
only by each of ns pressing the grass aside with
both hands; so that every step was made with in-
eradible labonr. :

It is & pecaliarly interesting sight to behold in a
stata of freedom, and wild, aniinals which wa have
hitherto been nsed to see only in menagaries, and
partly chained up. ‘Thus, on onr journey hither,
we onca saw a tiger which manifested its pleasure
atseeing the Earavan, by violently lashing his sides
with his' tail, but suffered ne to pass atimolested. —
On_another occasion, we had to pase_a night and
half a day without water, on account of these erea-
tures. ‘The night was far advunced when we en-
ecamped in the Savaunah ; the moon shone in the
ntmost aplandour, and 1 sent several of our negroes
with camels to the neighbouring river to fetch wa-
ter. Soon afterwards we heard somie shots fired,
and saw the little“caravan retreating. It appeared
that three tigers were standing in the way near to
the river, and seemed to wait fur them.> The ne.

«gross fired their gundin the air, but the tigers innin-
tained their ground ; the camels trembled, and
reared, and wonld not advance a step ; it was ne-
cesdnry to turn back, for the light afforded by the
moon was too decsitful to ullow of our tking a
certain aim. Nor did the tigerd; notwithstanding
our military attitude, fill on their knees, asthe Callas,
ot the Red Soa, are said to have done to the St Si.
monians, Not far from this place we net, in a fne
forest of mimosa, with a whols rruu{, of giratfes,
which gnzed at ns for v moment, and then fled with
the utmost rapidity. Roserres. a vast negro village,

Mohaminedan, a worthy old soul, who eomes almost
every day to my tent to talk to me about the distant
Polletel-Franki (Europeans) 1 have given him a
doubla-harreled gun, and varions trifles, such as lit-
the looking-glasses, tinder-bog, &e. which made him
nite happy. His appearance is strange enough.
?le ia black. tall, lean, wears a large white shirt, a
great, macy-colonred handkerchiel twisted round
his body, and a eap on his head, the two ends of
which are bent upwards. Accorhng to the etiquette
of the country, lways has a large sword !mrue
-after him, and is constantly surrounded by a name-
rons train_of negrons. armed with lances, swords,
and shields tiade o ToveTO-sh
here are. in general very handsome, strong, ner-
vons, alender, sinéwy--real forms of gods; their
eountenances have not the stupidity of the southern
negroes, and have noresemblance whatever to their
western neighbours, the Dinkas, who really look
more like monkeys thau men, except the deep
black eolour of their skin. &

We live on very good terms with these people,
and I do not hesitate frequently to make exenrsions
to considerable distances guite alone.” On the whole,
I have not yet departed from my principle : man is
every where man if he is treated with humanity.
If the negroas here had never had to suffer the hor-
rible barbarities of the T'urks and Arabs, as their
western heighbours have thoss of the Europeans,
Cwe mighr fearlessly visit all the tribes; whereas

now. we require an escort of two thousand men to
travel over a distance of - three degrees of latitude.

that District at the last Assizes expressed dissatis-
fiwction at the instructions [ was directed to give the
Queen’s Counsel, not to proceed against the prison-
ers captnred at the latter place.

Itis perhaps not surpising that a community that
has most severely sulfered from thegoutrages com-
mitted by the criminals referved to\should foel .a
strong desire 1o see merited punish i
upon them ; but Lam well persnaded, Wat the loyal
and intelligent gubjects of Her Majesty in\very pant
of the Provinee, will be found ever ready Jlo aequi-
esce in me. 4 1 for the imy I-- wquita-
ble—-and legal administration of the laws ; and what-
ever feelings of resentment may be paturally and
Justly felt against individuals, wivo withont the ‘slight-
est provocation, have so deeply injured them  they
will never desire tosea those feelings gratified; at
the expensa of the hitherto unm-pnﬁe’f purity and
integrity of inatitntions which they have at the hazard
of their lives and propertios proved their resolution
to maintain,

It has however occurred to me, that Yonr Excel.
lency may desire that some explanation shonid be
given to the public, of the conrse pursued by the
Governiment with respect to the offenders allnded
t0. and the canses which have retarded their final
punishment for the crimes alledged against them.
And nnder this impression 1 have the honor 1o sub-

ment forthe murders, robberies, and other atroci-
ous crimes they have committed, it is, fam gure,
sufficient to staie, that it arises solely from a douht
entertained as 1o the legal character of their érimes,
as well as to the proper tribunal before which to
place them upon their trial. T'his gnestion being
setiled by the constitational advisers of the Qneen,
to whom it has been referred, stern justice will with-
out doubt be awarded zccording to those sacred and
immutable rules by which the.laws of England are
administered throughout the dominions of our gra-
cions Sovereign.

They there state, that in order to secura these ds
sirable and important objects, it would be nocessary
in the firat place, to surrender to the King the Pro-
vineinl Charter, and solicit from Iis Majesty one,
in its plice, under the Great Seal of the United
Ringdom.

Tt should here be observed, that King's College at
Windsor, several years before this had heen incor-
porated by a ¢b . ander the GreatSonl of the
i Kingdom : and that the Graduates of ihst
ge enjoyed the same rank and precedence a9
hose of the English Univeraity of Oxford, and thera-
fore po 1 all the advantages which usoally
result from a Collegiate ednraton—privileges not
conferred by any College wiose Charter 18 pinder
a Provincial seal.  The eonsequence was, that for
the sake of these advantages, all the yotnng men of
this Province, with the exception of a very few
whose friends resided at Fredericion, were sent to
Windsor for education.

This pefition from the Govarnoy and Trastens of
the College was presentéd to tha Assembly March
12, 1823, by the late Hon. Richard Simonda, then
member for Northumbgerland, who moved for leava
to bring in a bill to anthorize the contemplated sor-
render. The bill was brought in by Mr. Simonds
March 17, and rand asecond time on the 18th, come
witted on the 20, and agreed 1o without any a-
mendment, and passed on the 22d. It was sent to
the Council by Mr. Peter Fraser, and Mr. John
Campbell, and read a first and second time on the
24th, and a third tigee on the 25th ; and on the same
dav.received thes#fhivernor's nssent.
