I did not say 1
wouldn't go up, because he knew too
much about me, but James and And-
rew Hatch are friends of Elino. I wae
afrald of him on that account. After
leaving Montreal 1 went to Edmund-
ston and then to SBiegas, I met Sandy
Murray at Edmundston oh the train.
I had a few men with me and asked
Murray it T could get a job with him
a8 foreman. He gave me a job as
laborer. I worked about forty days.
He did not find fault with me. I was
lald up about a week in that time.
1 was never in jall in Montreal, 1
never told Leon that I robbed a man
in Montreal Bandy Murray snoke to
me in jall and told me if I would
not speak he would buy a cross and4
have a good funeral for me. I did not
say anything to Murray about con-
fessing in the hope of saving my lite.
I did not ask Murray to get his uncles
to send to Montreal for a lawyer. I did
not ask Murray to get three or four
witnesses to awear I was somewhere
else on Dec. 20th. I never told Sandy
Murray that old man Hatch had told
me that BSandy had the money, 1
did not tell Murray that I had him ar-
rested because I thought he had the
money. I did not say to Murray that
we would do anything to save our
lives. While an man by the name ot
Nase Arno was in the same cell with
Murray, Leon did not tell me that he
stole horses when in Italy. 1 never
sald “Damn them, let them go with
us." 1 left camp because they had no
bread there. Murray cooked macaroni
Saturday night. 1 sold my gun to Muw
ray Friday night. 1 owed him for a
witeh. He did not tell me to leave the
money at Peter Croco's store. I did
not have a gun when I left camp. 1
ald not have one coming back. I met
one man with a sled.

Identified Lovely.

Tony identified Mr. Lovely, but
could not remember Mr. Gallope, who
had also passed them. He continued:
I passed Mr. Lovely about a quarter

I told him
more than once to go himself, but
Murray would not take the gun. We
waited behind the log pile about half
an hour. We got up about six o'clock.
It was daylight when we were at the
dump. We had to pass -No. 16 in
going. It was daylight then. We fol-
lowed the right of way until we reach:
ed the Camp and went behind it. We
walked very slowly. We were unwill-
ing to do the deed. I prayed that the
peddlers would not come. The ped:
dlers were about twenty paces when
we fired. I crosged myself When Leon
fired the gun, I know now that I shot
Green 1 did not take any aim, We
had it arranged which man each
would take. Leon fired a little anhead
of me, We had some bread and
cheese behind the log plle. I ran
about fifty paces and tried to shoot
myself.

The court resumed sitting at a
quarter past two. There was a large
crowd in attendance.

The owners of the steamer Sincen-
nes are jubilant over the discovery
of a small error in the arrangement
of the vessel's boiler mechanism
which has greatly increased her
speed and value.

When the Sincennes was brought
here fromn Quebec last year, she was
expected to make an excellent river
boat, but she did not come up to
her advance notices in the way of
speed. Her fallure proved a puszle for
her owtiers, as her record had been a
good one.

When the vessel was being over-
hauled this winter, however, the fault
was discovered, and the Bincennes
now appears an altogether different

The trouble was caused by a small
and easily replaced feature of the me-
chanism, It was found that the water
gauge glass was considerably longer
than the size of the boller warrdnted.
As 4 consequence, the supply of
water taken into the bofler had been
hundreds of gallons too much for the
proper generation of steam and tons
greater than it should have been, The
over-supply caused the water to froth
when heated, and without p: gen-
eration of steam, the lm the
boat was greatly decreased.

VIGOROUS CONDEMNATION OF SIR WILFRID
LAURIER'S COURSE IN POLITICS OF CANADA;
JAMIESON OF DIGBY DEALS WITH SURPLUSES

Ottawa, April 22-—Today had two
features. One was a series of left
hand compliments pald the Govern:
ment and its policy by two of its
western members. The other was Mr.
Cowan’s vigorous arraignment of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier's course in politics.

Dr.Clark, of Red Deer, in the course
of a defence of the Government which
was marked by much promulgation of
clags room economics, was drawn into
an expression of contempt for Mr.
Aylesworth’'s Newmarket canal, later
was forced to state explicitly that in
neither of the two divisions on the sub-
ject had he voted with his party. Mr.
Ralph Sinith made a vigorous attack
on the military policy of the Govern-
ment.

An attack by Mr. Ralph Smith upon
Mr.Cowan for having described 8ir Wil
frid Laurier as a False Alarm and oth-
er disrespectful observations at the
expense of Canada’s only statesman,
elicited a reply from Mr. Cowan which
was an effective grouping of three
unhappy false starts by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier.

Mr. Conmee Introduced a bill to

amend the Navigable Waters Protec-
tion Aect.
Mr. Aylesworth Introduced a bill to
amend the Kxchequer Court Act by
glving the Crown power to appeal
from the Hxchequer Court to a Pro-
vincial court of appeal. The appeal
s now limited to the Supreme Court,
where coats are higher; the new pow-
er is not extended to suppliants.

One Free Trader.

Dr. Olark, of Red Deer, dealt whol-
ly- with trade questions, delivering a
strongly free trade argument. He sald
that he found the people in Eastern
Canada seemed to be dazzled by Am-
erican protectionism. American tar.
iff had been & success in building up
trusts and millionaires. What, after
allhave the United States done? They
keep only 21 people on each square
mile; wheteas Great Britain main.
tains 568. The present position of the
United States is one of depression and
unemployment; last year their net im-
migration was only six thousand. He
referred to the collapse of American
and the growth of British shipping.

Attacking Nova Scotia.
Discussing the Canadian tariff Dr.
Clark attacked the movement for
protection to the woollen industry.
There were flve thousand persons en-
gaged in making woollens. There was
geveral millions who wore them. He
preferred to favor the seven millions.
Then, after plentiful apologies to Mr.
Fielding, he fell foul of Nova Scotia.
He respected it because it was pop-
ulated by those who derived their
origin from the race which kept the
Sabbath and everything else they
could lay their hands on. But he fear-
ed there was some protection there,
and so far as thelr outlook was pro-
tectionist it was narrow, sectional,
class,. provineial rather than nation-
al. He went on to attack the national

the result clearly set forth. The ac-
tual expenditure during the year
should be published and not confused
between capital and current accounts.
Interest bearing assets and non-in-
terest bearing assets should be class-
ed separately and should be revised
at periodic intervals.

cepted the value of a life at one thou-
sand dollars, of over six hi

a large and infi fal del fon ask-
ing that aid be given to assist in fight-
ing tuberculosis. Steps wore being
taken in all civilized countries to
fight the great “White Plague” so-
called. The bill provided for a Com-
mission, purely honorary, which
would consider the best steps to be
taken and report to the Government.
Then it authorized the Government to
expend fifteen hundred dollars in ac-
cordance with the report. He spoke
of the success attending the sanitar-
fum at Kentville, N. 8, which had
cost over twenty-five hundred dollars
including the cost of land and it was
believed that this latter cost would
be unnecessary in this province as
several sites were offered free. It
was not intended, should a sanitarium
be established to errect a large build-
ihg but merely an administration
building with cheap cottages for the
accommodation of patients.

Educational.

It was felt that this institution would
be principally educational in its value.
Patients going there would carry with
them to their communities the best
knowledge of prevention and cure of
the disease. He thought by this means
we could hope for a great decrease
in the death rate.

Dr. Mecinerney.

Dr. McInerney sald, speaking as a
medical man it had long been the
desire of the members of his profes-
slon to have a sanitarium in the pro-
vince. A very representative commit-
tee had some years ago approached
the late Government asking for as-
sistance but that Government did not
grant one dollar though he had no
doubt had it been returned to power
its members would now feel the ur-
gent necessity in assisting in the fight
against this disease which was as
old as the hills -and universal as the
world itself. The doctors had per-
severed and had approached the pre.
sent Government, the result of which
was seen in the bill now before the
House.

An Expensive Disease.
Last year the disease cost one hun-

th d dollars to the province. For
every death it was estimated that five
persons suffered from the disease. By
proper treatment, from seventy-five
per cent. upwards of inciplent cases
could be cured and some advanced
cases might be checked and even cur-
ed. An anti-tuberculosis soclety had
recently been formed in St. John to
spread the best information among
the people and it was hoped to form
a brance of this society in every town
and hamlet. He felt a debt of grati-
tude was due this Government not
only from the medical men but also
from the people for their action in
helping to stamp out the disease.

Mr. Copp said he would tell the
Government that they were not ask-
ing in this bill for enough money.
It should not have been made a Gov-
ernment measure. The Opposition
were just as anxious as the Govern-
ment to try and prevent the ravages
of this disease.

Mr. Sormany had hoped there would
be no politics on this vital guestion.
He thought the purpose of the bill
was a good one when it asked for a
commission to consider the whole
question, He would not admit that a
sanitarium was the best first step. it
could only accommodate a° very few
probably not more than sixty & year
while we had over three thousand in
the province suffering from the dis-
ease. He congratulated the Govern-
ment on the measure and suggested
that there should be a class of hy-
glene in the Normal School. It . did
not require medical treatment, but
simply hygienic measures. This bill
was the surest sign of progress he
had yet seen in this house.

Should Instruct Teachers.

Hon. Mr. Flemming sald there
should be some instruction given in
the Normal School upon this subject.
He thought that lectures might be
given there at least once a month.
