INTERESTING ADDRESS
IN THE EVERY DAY GLUB

Prof. DesBarres Last Evening
Drew Moral Lessons from
the Biblical Story of Lot's
Choice.

At the Every Day Club last evening
Prof. DesBarres took the story of Lot
as the basis of a very interesting ad-
dress. He pointed out that when Lot
choose the rich fields watered by the
Jordan for his pasturage ground and
Jeft the barren hilla to Abraham he
forgot all he owed to the latter, and
was prompted by gelfishness. But he
also chose a bad environment and
subjected his family to the infiuences
of the wicked cities of the plain. Not
only so, but in choosing the plains of
the Jordan, he gave up his clalms to
Canaan, the land of blessing, assocl-
ated with God’'s promise.

Prof. DesBarres applied the story
to the case of a young man starting
out in life, and dwelt upon the value
of character as the greatest asset,
pointing out the evil influences of an
ill-chosen environment, as typified in
Lot's wife and children.

Yet, there was & chance of escape
for Lot, and the speaker submitted
the fact as evidence that God never
gives anybody up. He urged his hear-
ers, in conclusion, to let Jesus be
God’s messenger 1o them, guiding
them and shaping their lives. He
came to set at liberty them that are
bruised, and this meant that none
were beyond the reach of His saving
power.
